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REPORT ON ‘MEGA ONASADYA'’

The Department of Commerce (Self Financing) of Christ College Irinjalakkuda
organised the ‘MEGA ONASADYA' event on 30th August 2022. The event comprised
of serving the world’s biggest traditional ‘Onasadya’ with pure vegetable dishes.
Through this event, the college management and the organisers are aiming to

achieve the record for serving the largest meal in ‘LIMCA Book of Records.

The Sadya consisted of 241 dishes comprising 39 varieties of main curry, 47
varieties of side curry, 64 varieties of thoran, 17 varieties of chutney, 12 varieties
of salted dishes, 18 varieties of pickles, 12 varieties of fried items and 31 types of
payasam along with the main dish 'Choru'(rice) which total the magical number of
241. The event was inaugurated by the Honourable Member of Parliament TN
Prathapan by serving the rice dish on the Sadya leaf. He himself enumerated and
testified the number of dishes in the event. The Principal, Rev. Fr. Dr. Jolly Andrews
CM], chaired the ceremony. Dr. Buli Yohannis Tasisa, the Academic Vice President
and Dr. Manish Kishore Kumar, Professor, both from Dambi Dollo University,
Ethiopia were present for the inaugural ceremony. Irinjalakuda Municipal
Chairperson Ms. Sonia Giri, Ward Councillor and Christ College Alumni Association
Vice President Mr. Jaison Parekkadan, Manager Fr. Jacob Njerinjampilly CMI, Vice
Principal Fr. Joy Peenikkaparambil CMI, Prof. K. |. Joseph, Prof. Baby John, Dr. P. L.

George, and Prof. K. O. Francis felicitated the event. Ms. Smitha Anthony M, Staff
Coordinator, presided over the feast where more than 700 people including

students, teachers and guests from outside lunched.

K.J. Joseph, head of commerce department, said: "We first planned the possible
number of dishes that can be made. First we prepared a list of dishes using each
ingredient. For example, using banana flower (Kodappan) we can make a salad,

and another dish by mixing it with mung bean. Dishes include the unavoidable
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traditional ones and a slew of modern ones like gopi fry. Different types of

payasams were also prepared for the celebrations".

[t is not the first time Christ College is serving a sumptuous Onasadya. In 2017, the
college served a similar Onam lunch but with 222 dishes. Though there was a plan
to increase the number of dishes and serve a bigger feast for the next Onam, COVID
played spoilsport. The college plans to increase the number of dishes next year and

achieve a world record.

The success of the Mega Onasadya 2022 is the result of the teamwork of many. The
discussions of the same started several weeks ago in which staff convenors,
programme coordinators and student coordinators came together to share their
ideas and thoughts. The process of organising this event included finding varieties
of dishes, sorting out its types, assigning each type of dish to respective person,
training them and arranging all the necessary items needed for them. A democratic
involvement from the side of teachers, students and parents played a significant

role in making the event a successful one.
