Description of project 

The 1st year MSW students of Christ College(Autonomous), Irinjalakuda organised a project “We 
Safe”. The project by Social work department,  is a helping hand to withstand against the Covid-
19 pandemic situation. It is a project started during the second phase of Covid-19 i.e., 25 May 
2021 and its timeline is three months.  

 

The project aimed at implementing among the vulnerable groups of Irinjalakuda Municipality, 

Thrissur District. The project is to create awareness about taking vaccination during the pandemic 
situation and to help in registering in the online vaccination portal.There are around 660 
vulnerable groups in Irinjalakuda Municipality. Most of them are in ward no.41.
