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Despite clear victory on cards against the
combined army of other European  powers, how the
French army of Napoleon Bonaparte got defeated?
This movie is a proper chronological depiction of
the progress of the battle. Despite inadequate casting
of the paramount characters of Napoleon and Arthur
Wellesley and an average screenplay, the movie
turned out to be an extraordinary experience. The
massive scale of the movie, execution and other
technical elements saved the movie from becoming
a disappointment. As the name suggests, the movie
is the portrayal of last battle of French Emperor
Napoleon Bonaparte, the battle of Waterloo.
Napoleon, defeated in the battle of Leipzig in 1814,
escapes in exile to the island of Elba and with the
accompaniment of about a thousand soldiers,
marches to France, on which the European powers
declares war again. It is in this context that Napoleon
ventures into a war and it is what the movie is all
about. Waterloo is an epic war film directed by
Sergei Bondarchuk and produced by the companies
representing the Soviet Union and Italy, starring Rod
Steiger, Christopher Plummer and Dan O’ Herlihy.
It was released in the year 1970 and was a box office
failure. It was one of the most expensive movies of
the time and it is the movie with the highest number
of costumed actors, which is still an unbeaten record.
It had received two BAFTA awards for art direction
and costume design and had nominated for the
category of cinematography.

The execution of the film is the most laudable
factor and it was filmed in Ukraine, where the
geography of the land is entirely different than that
of Waterloo in Belgium. The lavish battle scenes
are evidence of the above said facts. The entire battle
field was created after tremendous hard work which
involved levelling the hill, planting wheat and barley
etc. It was astonishing to know that the filming had
involved about 17000 artists, which also includes
some army personnel of Soviet Union. The
extravaganza of artists in this venture is evident from
the scenes of battle and the director has succeeded
in multiplying the number of soldiers to a large figure
(around 230000), two armies combined, as per the
story. The pan camera movement showing the
formations of the armies on both sides, the shots of
cannons and guns firing, the advance of the cavalries
are all impeccable among the  movies of the time.

The costume design deserves a great applause
since, the costume has played a great role in the
appreciation of battle scenes, which is magnificent.
The military uniforms of the armies of France,

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Britain and Prussia adds to the beauty of the scenes
and all elements in the costumes have been carefully
examined. Other technicalities are quite good. The
background score was satisfactory but the silence,
which predominates the whole of the movie conveys
a better experience, provides a classy feel and allow
the audience to reflect towards the character of
Napoleon. Silence too, is occasionally a great tool
for conveying the emotions. The portrayal of the
two prominent characters was against the concern
of a bias towards either of the characters. The makers
of this movie maintained a perfect balance of
between Napoleon and Wellington and placed them
both suitably, notwithstanding their true attire in the
records of history. There is no such question of
superiority between the two in the case of their
righteousness and justification to the war. History
presents before us a more self-righteous Napoleon
and an evil Wellington. The film is an exception to
the real circumstances in history and is neutral. The
screenplay was written jointly by H.A.L Craig,
Sergei Bondarchuk, Vitto Bonicelli and Mario
Soldati. The screenplay is just satisfactory to the
extent that it is not able to influence our emotions
and to left inside our mind something remarkable.

Though the futility of battle or war is not the central
theme of the film, the dialogue which says that, the
people in the battle field have not met each other
and why they are killing each other resonates inside
our mind even after the scene.  The screenplay failed
to dive deep into the minds of the central characters;
even, the voice over of the two did not help, which
was for conveying to the audience, their feelings.
The performance of the central characters and others
is satisfactory and Rod Steiger (Napoleon) and
Christopher Plummer (Wellington) are presenting a
dramatic style of acting. They did not seem to be
completely perceived the characters given to them.
The charisma of Napoleon Bonaparte from history
somehow overcomes the satisfactory performance.

The movie carries several mistakes in itself in
comparison to the real historical records which are
obvious and cannot be justified but, majority of the
mistakes, are deliberately made for the better
appreciation of the film.

Apart from all the limitations, it is a
commendable attempt from the director and
producer which succeeded in providing a mostly true
account of the historical event and it is really a visual
treat to watch it on.
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Thamaasha is a Malayalam regional movie written and directed by
Ashraf Hamza and produced by Sameer Thahir, Shyju Khalid, Lijo Jose
Pellissery and Chemban Vinod Jose starring Vinay Forrt, Divya Prabha, Grace
Antony and Chinnu Chandhini. The story mainly revolves around a 31-year-
old ‘bald’ college professor ‘Sreeni’, the struggles and emotional trauma he
has to face once he attains the age of marriage. ‘Chinnu’, the female lead also
undergoes the same trauma and is a victim of body shaming. It also shows the
importance of reconditioning of the mind and spirit of the one who turn victims.
It portrays the level of insult and verbal torture these victims have to endure
due to the kind of body they own, which can throw them into a state of self-
doubt, low self-concept and self-esteem. The criticizing society needs to be
enlighted on the fact that just because an individual looks overweight it doesn’t
mean that it’s because of his/her lousy eating habits, it can be due to a hereditary
issue or even a medical condition.

You can only
turn empathetic to these characters if you have endured at least ten per cent of
what they have gone through. The movie both entertains and educates the
audience on the importance of looking beyond one’s appearance. It also
reconfirms Darwin’s theory - ‘survival of the fittest’.
