Syllabus and course outcome

Duration: 30 hours

Learning Outcomes:

1. Understand the Rules of Chess:

- Demonstrate knowledge of all chess piece movements.

- Identify the rules of castling, en passant, and pawn promotion.
- Explain the concept of check, checkmate, stalemate, and draw.

2. Develop Basic Opening Principles:

- Describe the importance of controlling the centre of the board.

- ldentify common opening principles, such as developing pieces and
safeguarding the king.

3. Recognize Basic Tactical Patterns:

- Identify and execute simple tactical manoeuvres like forks, pins, skewers, and
discovered attacks.

- Solve basic tactical puzzles involving one or two moves.

4. Understand Basic Endgame Concepts:

- Describe the endgame phase and its importance in chess.

- Demonstrate proficiency in basic checkmating patterns like king and queen
versus king.

5. Learn Chess Notations:
- Understand and use algebraic notation to record chess moves.
- Analyse and review recorded games using chess notation.

6. Apply Basic Strategies in Games:

- Identify and apply strategic concepts like controlling key squares, pawn
structure, and piece activity.

- Create and execute simple plans in chess games.



7. Demonstrate Good Sportsmanship and Etiquette:
- Exhibit fair play and respect towards opponents.
- Follow standard chess etiquette during games and tournaments.

8. Analyse Games and Learn from Mistakes:
- Analyse completed games to identify strengths and weaknesses.
- Learn from past mistakes and take steps to improve gameplay.

9. Explore Chess History and Great Players:

- Research and present information about famous chess players and historic
games.

- Understand the evolution of chess over time.

Assessment Methods:

1. In-class quizzes and tests to evaluate understanding of rules, tactics, and
strategies.

2. Participation in friendly games to assess the application of learned concepts.
3. Solving tactical puzzles and analysing recorded games to measure progress.
4. Oral or written presentations on chess history and notable players.
