Objective 

The primary objective of this coaching initiative was to: 

1. Equip students to excel in the IIT-JAM and other entrance exams for M.Sc. 

Mathematics programs at reputed institutions by familiarizing them with the exam 

structures and syllabi. 

2. Provide guidance on syllabus topics and frequently tested concepts. 

3. Equip students with effective problem-solving strategies. 

Structure of the Coaching Program 

The coaching was started on November 2023 for the 2022-25 Batch students (second year B.Sc 

Mathematics students). The topics covered included: 

● Linear Algebra 

● Sequence and series of Real numbers 

● Integral Calculus 

● Differential Equations
