Dr 

Rajesh Discussed the importance of management of natural resources among 

tribals. He stated that the land is the basic right of the tribal people. Mr. Dinu 

veyil talked about the indigenous nature of the tribal community and 

importance of reservation for tribal community. Dr. Kiran thambi   talked over 

the problems faced by tribal population. He stated various problems such as 

increasing crime rate among tribal people, unemployment, poor health 

conditions etc. He also pointed out the importance of culturally sensitive social 

work practice among tribal communities. Adv. Preetha. R Talked about the 

constitutional safeguard and protection measures of tribal community. She 

mentioned various constitutional rights such as educational and cultural 

safeguard, Administrative safeguard and other legal safeguard established for 

the ST community. Later on, Rev. Dr. George Thenadikulam, moderator of the 

discussion concluded the session by stating that alienation from their own 

resources is the most important problem faced by tribal people in the current 

scenario. He stated that we should Foster cultural awareness and culturally 

sensitive social work practices. In the street play competition 4 teams from 

different colleges participated.
