Institutional Corpus Fund for Academic activities

Governing Council suggested to start forming an Institutional Corpus
fund for academic activities from the 20% of the project fund. The
contingency allowance not utilized by research scholars may be used by
the department concerned for the purchase of chemicals, equipment etc.
One teacher, one research project

Enough support may be given to teachers for project applications.
Teachers should be encouraged to apply for research projects even if they
are rejected in the first instance.
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Separate Hostel

Governing Council strongly recommended separate hostel for sports
students.

4 year Programmes

Governing council suggested to start 4 year UG programs in those
disciplines which are only having PG programs. Initially, one or two
programs which don’t require lab facility may be selected for the same.
It was also suggested to make proper study by analyzing the situation in
institutions that have already started 4 year programs. It was also
suggested that all departments should try to excel in their performance to
meet the challenges of the future scenario.

e A one-day workshop is organized on 22" November 2023 to discuss
the curriculum framework of FYUGP.

o Discussed about the strategies in IQAC meeting, HOD and Coordinator
meetings and College Council meetings.

e The college is planning to offer double major programmes. Initial level
discussions completed within aided departments.

e The college forwarded a request to the university to seek permission to
utilize the courses offered by the unaided departments for aided
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students and vice versa.

e Each board of studies of the college appointed committees for the
formulation of curriculum and syllabus of FYUGP. The college is
waiting for the draft of University of Calicut curriculum and syllabus

for the finalization in consultation with the university.

University nominee Prof. Dr. Jos T Puthur mentioned that the college is
proceeding in the right path for the implementation of FYUGP. He
suggested the board of studies to formulate the strategies for all possible
pathways.

The Academic Council suggested the departments only offering PG
programmes to consider the possibility to offer double major programmes
and new minors for the students of other departments. Academic Council
also suggest the various board of studies to introduce new minors by
adding recently developed attractive concepts and take steps to attain
permission from university board of studies.

Academic Council decided to approve the FYUGP committee appointed
by the college and also suggested to forward the double major proposals
from various departments to the Governing Council for the approval.

suggestion in the grammatical distribution of the Sanskrit common
paper for UG programmes.
