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EDITORIAL NOTES

We are immensely happy to convey to our readers our annual
felicitations. The year that glided away has been eventful. It witnessed
the death of two great men who were striving to make the world better.
His Holiness Pope John XXIII had made history in the very short
period of his reign. His universal love endeared him to the whole
world and his convening the Second Council of Vatican with its message
of Ecumenism has sent a thrill throughout Christendom. He is
undoubtedly to be ranked among the greatest Popes in history.

Pope John’s successor, Pope Paul VI, has in the past few months
already won the world’s admiration by his broad outlook and deter-
mined efforts to pursue the policies of his revered predecessor. We hope
and pray that a new era of unity and peace would dawn in Christendom
and the world at large.

The tragic end of the brilliant career of Mr. J. F. Kennedy, 35th
President of the United States, startled the world. We often hear it said
it is dangerous to be good. But, as one of the speakers at Kennedy's
condolence meeting in the College said, it was a death most worthy of
him. Had he died an ordinary death, posterity would have easily for-
gotten him like many other great men; but the bullet of the assassin
has ranked him with Abraham Lincoln and Mahatma Gandhi. We
should think his death would mark the triumph of the causes for which
he stood, international peace and the abolition of colour bar.

We had another sorrowful experience of a more personal nature
this year. Rev. Fr. Theodosius c. M. 1, Principal of St. Joseph’s
College, Devagiri, Calicut and a member of the Board of Manage-
ment of this College, passed away on the 10th November, 1963.
Fr. Theodosius was beloved of his students and Staff alike. Eventhe
public of Calicut placed on record their high appreciation for his qualities
of head and heart. The Syndicate of the University of Kerala, of which
Fr. Theodosius was a member, also paid glowing tributes to the services
of the deceased. As for us, our relations with Fr. Theodosius had
been very intimate. Only just a few weeks before his death he had
gone over here for the meeting of the Managing Board and also
addressed the A. I. C. U. F. Regional Leadership Camp.
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We pray eternal rest to these three great souls. Let the light lit
by these great men dispel darkness from this world.

OUR WOMEN'S SECTION

This year witnessed the fulfilment of a cherished ambition of the
good people of Irinjalakuda. Since the starting of this College, these
people were eager to extend this blessing to the girls also. In June
1963, after having overcome numerous difficulties, we started the
Women's Section, a committee of the citizens having financed the
scheme. Many girls, who would not have gone to any College, were
lucky to have this facility brought to their doors. Now sanction has
been accorded to the starting of a separate Women’s Junior College.
We are happy to welcome the Rev. Sisters of the Holy Family Congre-
gation who have come forward to shoulder the responsibilities of
running the new College. This is another landmark in the onward
march of this municipal town and this will help the fair sex of this
taluq to join hands with their brothers in building a prosperous nation.

EDUCATIONAL REFORMS

The starting of Christ College in 1956 June coincided with a
Reform in the University Education —the scheme of the One-year
Pre-University and Three-year Degree Courses. Now again we are
stepping on to another Reform — the Two-year Pre-Degree Course.

What do these changes and reforms indicate? Certainly the
dynamic spirit in Man. There may be found people who condemn and
deplore these frequent ‘convulsions’. But on the whole. the net result,
we feel, should be welcome. Besides improving the standard of the
graduates, while facilitating free Secondary education programme of the
Govt., it makes University education a little more costly and effects
indirectly a preliminary elimination and thereby checks the rush in the
Colleges a little.

Another healthy indication in the field of education is the stress
that is of late frequently laid on the adequate training of teachers.
That indeed augurs well. Along with that, if the competent people
think of doing something for giving a proper formation to the little
children at home and in the nurseries and lower primary schools, then
all the evils of our nation will be remedied. Let us be optimistic.
All will be well with us.

Honourable Minister, Rev. Fathers, Ladies and Gentlemen,

Milh a grateful heart, I am making
my eighth annual bow before this distin-
guished gathering of our well-wishers and
patrons. My endeavour it is to place
before you, a brief account of the multi-
farious activities of our College during the
academic year 1963-'64, though, as you
are well aware of, the throbbing life of an
institution like this cannot all be put in
black and white.

Strength The remarkable rise in the
strength of the College, first experienced
in 1962-°63 goes on unabated. We regret
we had to refuse admission this year to
still more people than last year. The year
opened with 1133 students on the rolls-520
in the Pre-University classes, 574 in the
degree classes and 39 in the Post-Graduate
classes. The special feature about admis-
sion this year is that we are now having
in the First Degree classes about double
the usual number,

Course of studies To the existing 5
Degree Courses with Physics, Chemistry,
Zoology, Economics and Commerce as
Main, and 2 Post-Graduate courses-M. Se.
(Zoology) and M. Com., we added this
year a sixth degree course with Mathema-
tics as Main.

Accommodation Success creates its own
problems. The rapidly rising prestige of
the College goes on attracting more and
more students, thus creating the rather
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acute problem of accommodation. If we
are to satisfy all, we should almost double
our accommodation - lecturing halls, labo-
ratories, as well as Hostel facilities.
Relying entirely on the generosity of our
well-wishers, we began the erection of a
new spacious Hostel, the work of which
is progressing, no doubt, but not at the
rate we wish or the pressing demand urges.
The public, we hope, will come forward
as on previous occasions and extend to us
a helping hand to expedite the completion
of this long due project. Our accommo-
dation problem will be further aggravated
by the introdugtion of the two-year Pre-
University course from the next reopening.
While the staff will have to be doubled,
the accommoda tion facilities will have to be
enhanced fourfold. It is too premature to
pass an opinion on the merit of this move
which places new strain on the Colleges and
on the guardians of students,

Examination Results Though mark-
grubbing is not our only or even main
concern, the public examination results
being the only existing criterion to gauge
the keenness of our academic endeavours,
we gladly lay before you our glorious
record which speaks volumes for the pain-
staking work of our staff and the industry
of our students. We are particularly
proud of our Pre-University students who
managed to score 68%, complete pass,
securing for us an enviable position in the
eyes of other institutions.

If the local patronage and the
Government support do not flag, soon we
hope to have it as a full-fledged, independ-
ent institution, under the efficient hands
of the Sisters of the Holy Family.
Irinjalakuda can rest assured that the day
is not far off when there will be a flou-
rishing Women's College, a fitting sister-
institution to Christ College, in which the
town can rightly take pride.

Physical Education We have had an
ordinarily brilliant year of sports. Our
athletic achievements this year, though not
50 superb and breath—taking as they were
last year, are really covetable. However,
I do not wish to measure the achievements
in terms of cups and trophies won,

It is significant to note that ours is one
of the Colleges which contributed the
maximum number of sportsmen to the
University and State teams. In Foot ball,
Sri. Anto Varghese, Sri. Arunachulam
Pillai and Sri. K. C. Joy represented the
Kerala University and Sri. Anto Varghese
is now easily the best forward of our State,
Two of our boys, Sri. P, Bhuvanadasan and
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Sri. K. R. Prathapan played for the Kerala
University Volley Ball team which won the
All India Inter-Versity championship this
year. Sri. George Tharian of the College

was sclected to represent the University
Athletic team.

Our Volley ball team was adjudged one
of the best teams presented for Inter
Collegiate tournaments this year. They
won the Inter Collegiate Zone Champion-
shipand the Inter Collegiate K'out Trophy.
The Basket ball team did well this year
and they creditably won the Trichur Colle-
giate K'out Trophy. The performance of
our athletes in various athlelic meets has
proved us to be a power to reckon with.
Our boys made their mark in various
competitions for Football, Hockey,
Cricket and Badminton.

N. C, C. In view of the nation-wide,
sudden expansion of N. C. C. as an emer-
gency measure, Messrs. Joseph Thomas
B. Sc., P.J. Oommen M. Sc., and Joseph
Kolengaden M. A. got themselves commis-
sioned as 2/Licutenants. In the recent
camp at Kalady our cadets have won many
a laurel. Our contingent was adjudged
the third in line discipline, kit layout, and
battle course, the second in general disci-
pline and the best in drill movements and
physical training.

Conclusion In these days, when we
hear of the frequent and not distant rum-
blings of student indiscipline, gentlemen,
with paternal pride and affection I can
declare that our students so far have
maintained a rare record for discipline and
decent gentlemanly behaviour. A College
is a joint enterprise, the smooth running
of which depends on all the partners —the
management, the staff and the students.
Without the continued enthusiasm of the
Management, and the dedicated service of
the staff and the disciplined conduct of

the students,—without all these three—no
success can be achieved. Unlikea commer-
cial concern, the entire benefit goes to the
students, and not to the Management, or
the staff.

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Crime and Punishment

Hedor Dostoieffsky, (1821-1881) the
author of “Crime and Punishment,” was
at once a genius and an epileptic. He
spent his life in poverty and left nothing
at his death but debts. He was the most
understanding of men, and those who
knew him, loved and revered him. Beyond
a doubt he was the lover of every soul
who suffered. His penetrating novels
depict the tragedy of the “intellectuals.”
“With a few magic words he calls up a
picture, a human soul, a mood, which
steals upon you like the clear, vivid, cold
of a winter night.”

“Crime and Punishment” is “the
greatest realistic novel in the world.”
The story is “written in star fire and
immortal tears.” The characters and
incidents hold one spellbound, because
they are in accordance with reality. The
analysis of character is deep and searching
and the incidents deal with real life. The
crime of which the title speaks is the
murder of an old woman, a hard and

bitter moneylender.

Raskolnikoff, the murderer, is a young
and half-starving student, who is far from
being a criminal by instinct. In fact, the
pains and sorrows of the wretched folk

around him drive him half-mad with rage
and pity. His sister has resolved to
sacrifice herself by marrying a wealthy
suitor, so that she may help him at the
University. To save her from her fate,
he must have money. He determines to

" kill and robe the wicked Harridan, who is

a curse to the poor wretches upon whom
she preys. In order to convince himself,
he reflects that such men as Napoleon
never swerved from any crime in the
pursuit of their ambition. Why then
should he hesitate to kill the old woman?
Thus he loses his moral sense.

Taking an axe with him, he steals
forth at night (o the old woman's house.
The moneylender, who thinks he has
come there to pawn something, is off her
guard. He hacks her to death and then
departs; but Raskolnikoff is not fashioned
of the stuff of which true criminals are
made. “He is racked with terrors through
the day, and appalled by nightmare
horrors through the night.”” Every time
he sees a policeman, he shakes with fear.
His ill-gotten money and jewels remind
him of his heinous crime. Above all, his
conscience begins to prick him. At last,
he can endure no longer. He gives himself
up to the police, is put on trial and
exiled to Siberia.

e
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Ql)cnerally it is believed that all types
of infections including virus are resisted
by antibodies developed in the cells. But
recently it has been discovered that the
cells of all vertebrates produce a substance
called “INTERFERON” which inhibits
the replication of virus in the cells.

The substance interferon was dis-
covered during investigations on the
phenomenon of “viral interference”. Viral
interference is a phenomenon in which a
cell infected with one virus acquires
resistance to super-infection with many
other viruses. At first it was thought that
this general resistance was conferred by
the antibodies developed in the cells with
viral infection. Later studies prove that
the antibodies play only a very insigni-
ficant role in making the infected cell
resistant to other viruses. And it was
shown that the cellular viral resistance
gan be accounted for the fact that the cells
respond to virus infection by producing
interferon.

Interferon has physical and chemical
properties. This can be separated from
the infected virus and if applied to fresh
populations of cells, it will produce virus
resistance. The resistance produced by
interferon is purely cellular and unlike

antibodies it has no action on extra-
cellular viruses. Interferon is a protein
with a molecular weight of 63,000. Once
interferon is formed within the cells, it
spreads into the surrounding medium, so
that the neighbouring cells are protected
from infection. This points out the fact
that interferon may play a part in the
resistance of. cells to viral infection in
general, and the ability to recover from
viral infection in particular.

MODE OF ACTION OF INTERFERON.

To understand the mode of action of
interferon virus, an idea of the structure
and mode of multiplication of virus is
useful. A virus is considered as a nucleic
acid particle wrapped tightly in a protein
overcoat. When a virus enters the cell,
the protein overcoat separates and the
viral nucleic acid “orders’” the host cell
to synthesize the viral nucleic acid, More
clearly, under -the control of the viral
nucleic acid the cell synthesize the neces-
sary enzymes required for the manufacture
of viral R. N. A. poly marase. Under the
influence of the viral R.N.A, poly marase
nucleic-tides are joined together to form
viral R. N. A. (Ribo Nueleic Acid). So it
is seen that the virus multiply by repli-
cation. The resisting action of interferon

is not one of killing the newly produced
virus. But interferon actually blocked
viral multiplication at a stage after the
viral nucleic acid and the protein have
become separated, and viral R. N. A. has
been replicated. But the mechanism by
which the replication of the nucleic acid
is prevented is not known.

PRODUCTION OF INTERFERON.

So far we have seen that for the pro-

duction of interferon an activation by a
virulent virus is necessary. But it is
detected that an inactivated virus can
stimulate a cell to produce more interferon
than a virulent virus. Moreover it was
also found out that even non-viral nucleic
acid could stimulate the production of
interferon, though only in small amounts.
This leads to the hypothesis that the

production of interferon is the response
of the cell to any foreign nucleic acid
(RNA or DNA). Recently it has been found
out that the production of interferon is
under the control of the cellular DNA.
The role of interferon in a normal cell is
not kmown completely. Researches of
E. Heller suggest that in normal cell
interferon may be connected with the
synthesis of some cellular nucleic acid.

Interferon is a promising discovery.
All kinds of virus infections can be effect-
ively prevented and cured by producing
interferon in the body by suitable tech-
nique for which the scientists are trying.
Their efforts have reached the portal of
success and within a few years we can see
the stripping off of virulent virus diseases
from the face of our planet.

,;'}mun has always been looking forward
to invent things, to discover the hidden
and complicated secrets of nature and to
introduce devices to utilise these secrets
for his own will and pleasure The study
of electrons and the application of electro-
nics is only a small list of the thousands
of the like that constitute the agelong
series of man's scientific achievement.
And in the following few paragraphs we
shall see something about the working of
a photo electric cell referred to as electric
eye, a symbol of man’s mastery over
electrons.

A photoelectric cell is a bulb provided
with a cathode and an anode. It is the
property of the cathode of the cell that
whenever light falls on it, electrons are
being emitted. These are attracted by
the anode which is maintained at a high
positive potential with respect to the
* cathode. Hence the arrangement produces
a current and this is known as the photo-
electric current. This photo current
‘varies as the intensity of the incident light.
It does rfot much matter nowadays to
start with a small current so far as valve-
ampliliers are in possession.

Electric eye in industries:—

Photo electric cells afford a number
of uses in industries It may be conveni-
ently used in counting manufactured
articles, For this, a beam of light is
focussed across a moving belt to the
© cathode of a photo electric cell.  The
articles to be counted are brought to the
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belt which carries them.  Whenever the
beam of light is cut off by the article, it
causes a delay in the photo electric current;
cach such ‘black out’ actuates a relay
which operates a counting device.

By a similar arrangement of moving
belt we can collect the required size of
some manufactured articles. One of the
correct size cuts normal amount of light
whilst the too large and too small cuts
too large and tco small amounts of light,
thereby varying the photo electric current,
Appropriate relays are operated, the
articles of standard size are passed on to
the collecting bin and others are directed
to the respective bins.

Automatic escapism,

In work shops there is every possibility
of accidents; careless operations may even
cause the opeiator’s life to be no more.
In fact, the exact meaning of the word
electric eye is attributed to the fact that
it severs as an automatic eyein work-
sh ps. We can take an ordinary example,
that is a paper cutting machine. A photo
clectric cell is placed at the extreme side
of the blade sc that it is in between the
blade and the operator. From a lamp
situated at the opposite extreme, light is
focussed on to the cell. A minute current
flows if the circuit is switched on. When-
ever the operator’s hand interrupts the
light beam the photo electric currentceases.
This operates relays actuating switchgear
which stops the machine and so prevents
an gccident,



Regulating air condition.

It appears to be rather an amaze-
ment to know that these cells can be used
in regulation of air condition. In huge
factories, the swift working of the engines
may be affected by excessive humidity.
A photo electric cell is arranged so that
the cathode of which is in the path of
light coming out of a window pane of the

"factory, Excessive humidity causes the
pane to fog thus cutiing off some light
and making the cell actuate a relay which
brings air drying machinery into operation.

Alarms,

A photo electric cell may be utilised
to raise an alarm, say at night. A beam
of ultra violet light is focussed on to the
cell which keeps a bell circuit open.
Whenever a person enters the premises
the beam of ultraviolet light is cut off for

some time, the photo electric current is
stopped for a while. This actuates a relay
which makes the bell circuit closed and
thus an alarm is raised. This sort of
alarm is known as Burglar alarm usually
finds its use in big banks. Similarly
to protect buildings from fire photo
cells are arranged at various points of the
building. Whenever there is a flame, the
light falls on the cathode of any of the
cell and the photo electric current after
suitable amplification causes a bell to ring.

Street lighting circuit.

It is interesting to know how a photo
electric cell controls the street lighting
circuit. A cell iskept in the circuit of
the street light; the photo current pro-
duced when sunlight falls on the cell keeps
the circuit open or switched off. In the
evening when the sunlight falls below a
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certain value, the photo current becomes
very weak so that it keeps the street
lizhting circuit closed. The chief advan-
tage of this method is that the time of

street lighting is automatically adjusted
in summer and winter.

Exposure meter in photography.

In photography exposure meter is a
device to calculate the correct time of
exposure. The exposure meter includes
a photo electric cell which produces a
current proportional to the light falling
on it. This current operates a galvano-
meter, its scale being graduated to read
the time of exposure.

Photo cells provide the most accurate
method of comparing the illuminating pows
ers of two lamps or to compare the intensi-
ties of illumination of two surfaces. The
light from the two surfaces are allowed to
incident on a photo electric cell and the
generated current is measured accurately
using a sensitive galvanometer, The ratio
of the currents in two cases gives the
ratio of the illuminating powers or inten-
sities of illumination.

Reproduction of sound.

The speeches to be recorded in the
film are delivered to a microphone. This
microphone converts the sound into elee-
trical current variations which are applied
to a particular type of lamp viz. neon
lamp. The intensity of the lamp varies
with the current variations, The light

is allowed to fall on the film and we get
the speeches recorded on the sound track.,

For reproduction, the film is made to
run at the same speed at which the sound
was recorded, in front of an illumined
slit. The quantity of light passing through
the record depends on the area or density
of the sound track. This varying light
is allowed to fall on a photo electric cell.
This cell converts the light variations
into electrical fluctuations and these
fluctuations afier further amplification
are fed to a loud speaker.

In television.

Photo electric cell finds its another
use in television. The light beam after
scanning (scanning is a process which
causes the light beam to sweep over the
object to be televised making use of a disc
having a number of holes arranged in th®
form of a single turn spiral) is allowed to
fallon a photoelectric cell which translates
the light variations into fluctuations of
electric current,  Thus photo cell in tele-
vision serves as a convertgr of light energy
into electrical energy.

Thus photo electric cell plays an
important role in modern life. Many
modern devices include an clectric eye.
Even for traffic signals and for colour
matching, the cell has been utilised. Here
we have made mention of some of its
numerous applications.

IS NO MORE

mhe American conservatives say,
that they are the crown of creation; but it
is the height of absurdity and ebullience
on their part; because, before the second
world war, the Germans, the most belli-
gerant race, felt the same. But after the
war, they were scattered and divided; they
lost everything — they lost their unity;
they lost their property; it was the out-
come of their pride. Not learning the
lesson of history, even now, the Americans
plume themselves upon their white skin
and treat others as animals. The negroes
were brought to America by the slavers
and were constrained to bear the heat to
keep the colour of the Europeans ‘white’;
they were cozened cheated for the foppish
life of the whites; they were forced to flow
the bloody perspiration of their brows;
and many of them payed the debt of
nature. If we read the American history
between the lines we can see the qualmish
convention and practices which vilify one
section of American mass.

George Washington, who raised the
trumpet call of independence, the man who
inspired tens of thousands of men, women
and children to war against the indo-
mitable British dominion, the man
qualified to become the first President of
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the United States of America, condoned
slave trade. Therefore he is not at all
better than the varnished modern politi-
cians who are vulpine beneath the veneer-
Almost all the Presidents, have done the
same.

But in the third quarter of the nine-
teenth century, Abraham . Lincoln, the
most adorable President of United States,
stopped for ever the vicious transaction
of men and women in day to day life.
Lincoln had really to war against the
southern States and he won in his sacred
mission.

It was a sobre day for the whole
world, On that cursed Friday evening,
April 15, 1865, Abraham Lincoln, who
had a soul as pure as Christ’s, lay dying
in a very cheap lodging home directly
across the street from Ford's theatre,
where Booth had shot him. There we see
Lincoln's long body stretched diagonally
across a sagging bed that was too short
for him or rather he was too long for the
bed. “A very cheap reproduction of Rosa
Bouhewr's famous painting ‘The Horse
Fair' hung above the bed, and a dismal
gas jet flickered yellow light. The sun dis-
appeared in the west horizon and the
whole atmosphere was murky. As Lincoln
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lay dying, Sccretary of War Standon
said, “There lies the most perfect ruler of
men that the world has cver seen”.

This crime against humanity, this tragic
death of Lincoln, was the work of Ku
Klux Klan, as sordid as the African Man,
Man and as terrible as German Gestepo
This notorious gang has only oncobject: to
threaten and hunt the negroes. After that
all the Fresidents were dancing according
to the tune of the conservatives; but the
niggers were yawning and it may be defined
as a silent yell. The negroes, the mere
vassals in the eyes of the whites, had no
freedom. But under the inspirations and
political innovations of the modern demo-
cratic visdas, the niggers began to question
the caprices and vagaries of the American
con:ervatives.

John F. Kennedy, the man of charac-
ter and stern determination, came with
malice towards none; with charity for all
and with firmness in the right as God
gives us to see the right. He heard the
lament; he felt the anguish and he bad
the spasm for action. He translated faith
into action. Kennedy was to Lincoln
what Omar was to Mohumed.

After his glorious academic carezr,
under the American conscription, he
joined the army; but soon he was dis-
charged for a major surgical operation.
In the hospital, he had to spend the long,
monotonous nights, dreaming and yawning
with the piquant pain on his back. But
it made his life exquisitely poignant and
enthusiastic. In 1952 he became a
Senator and in 1960, the President. Being
the president of America, he gave the
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hope for the whole world to preserve
peace and love among the nations.

The Cuban dictator, Castro, the cata-
lyst for Russo-American friction, had
mild flirtation with Russia and the
Russian missiles were pointed towards
America ready for action. Cuba was the
then arsenal of Russia. But how Kennedy
solved the problem, is a matter of wondar.
Again in the German crisis he had the
sleepless vigil for the whole night when
the American fleets marched through the
streets of East Germany, the way to Berlin.
When the traitor Chou-en Lai came with
his sardonic laugh on his lips to swallow
the whole of India, Kennedy rushed with
his full vivacity to save the souls of his
fellow men. He was the interceder in so
many other world disputes. Russia and
America, the two poies of the world, were
coming nearer and nearer.

Martin Luther King, the able negro-
leader raised the unanswerable ques-
tion: what has happened to the American
ideal of equality for all. The American
constitution gives full freedom for all and
equal justice for all, but it has become a
cry in the wilderness. It has no validity
in the practical life. Man hates man in the
matter of colour, Universities are closed
for the negroes, the fashionable restau-
rants are barred to them....., Segregation
was the order of the day.

It is absurd and grotesque. This
twentieth century appears to be an era of
equality, fraternity, innocence and unre-
stricted freedom. Of course, nowhere, man
is now a criching slave to any authority
under any circumstance. Yet we hear
the echo: “Man is born free but he is
everywhere in chains...” Oh! Itis the doom
of modern democracy. But the yoke of
law never presses any man for any reason
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and none are subjects and none are
sovereigns.

Kennedy knew the implication of all
these.  According to him, law makes
none into clover and none the pamper;
but man makes man superior and inferior.
He dreamt a society in which all are
masters and all are workers; none to
command but to co-operate; none to nag
but to feel. But on the contrary, the
American conservatives want (o mono-
polise all the lucrative positions in the
political field. A conservative American
or a member of the Ku Klux Klan, for
example, is infuriated at the sight of a
blackman drinking or dancing with a
white lady. They call the blacks ‘Black
Monkies’. The beautiful mansions, the
wonderful educational institutions and
gigantic industries have been produced
out of the true American spirit; but
remember the uncgroes too have played a
vital part in the building of the nation.
But now the niggers, the men who altered
the American plains into fertile groves
and gardens, have no right to sit with the
whites, have no right to speak with the
whites and have no right to send their
children into any University as they like,
Being black men, they are prohibited
to enter into any theatre to see a play, to
enter into any hotel to take food. The
American conservatives are infuriated
when a barber takes his razor to shave,
the same razor has been used for a black
man.

Remember, America is the country
where Lincoln, was born, it is the country
where the League of Nations and the
United Nations, the only flames of peace,
have been lit, But now we see the contra-
versy. Jury is one-sided. So in the latter
half of the twentieth century, the men
who knew the caprices and sabotages that
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had crept into the American political
circle, decided for ‘civil disobedience’
which was founded absolutely on Ahimsa
and non-violence “Hatred is never ended
by hatred but by love™. “All they that
take the sword shall perish with the
sword”, Standing stern in these prophecies
of Christ and Buddha, Kennedy acted as
a pacifist, but the time has gone for prea-
ching the gospel. At the end, negroes were
admitted in the University classes with
army escort; because right ought to be
co-extensive and co-terminous with life.
There were processions and meetings
demanding freedom for all; there were
pickets and arrests. But the ambiguity
and equivecation of the checked conserva-
tives connoted the sharp sudden retribu-
tion against Kennedy. Under the stunning
detonations of the American fury, the
whole world became restless. Everywhere
the hurly-burly atmosphere. But in the
white hall only the clock ticks, and quiet
men enter with quiet steps; no trepidation
and stupor. Kennedy took more strong
decisions. And if it becomes more murky,
he bas to do something more. But being

an astute statesman, he was able to cope
with all these difficulties adroitly.

It was a pleasant evening in the latter
half of November, when all men are
walking and playing in the most delicious
groves, where the gentle breezes fanning
the leaves, together with the trilling of a
murmuring stream and the melodious
notes of nightingale, formed altogether
the most enchanting harmony But on
the same day, we heard the most heart-
rending sob—“Kennedy is no more’. The
whole world groaned. On the way to
Dallas, he was shot by an impudent
Oswald from his lurking place. The
marked, impudent, cursed Friday which
consumed Jesus Christ, Lincoln and
Gandhi, came with same intrigue to take
Kennedy too to other shore.

But only the mortals die and martyrs
will never die. Why was he shot? He
wanted to get freedom for all, the great
thing in which we believe, for which we
pray, into which we march, the basic
necessity of life.

Tagore is known
to the world more as a poet thanasa
philosopher. He is considered as the great-
est literary man of India after Kalidasa.
Although Tagore departed from this world,
yet he is living through his works. He
was not only the greatest poet of Renais-
sance, the greatest artist of Modern India,
dramatist, novelist and politician, but
also a great philosopher. According to
Dr. S. Radhakrishnan, Tagore is a true
representative of Indian culture especially
as envisaged in the Upanishads.

Symbolism in Tagore.

Without any doubt Tagore is consi-
dered as one of the best symbolic poets in
the world. The speciality of his symbolism
is that through it everything is spiritua-
lised. He finds everything in this beautiful
world as the manifestation of the eternal
Supreme Being. As a poet, Tagore sees
in this visible world the messenger of the
Invisible. Rhythm and harmony visible

in the universe lead Tagore into the
experience of the ‘Transcendent’. Beauty
according to him is the harmony realized
in things which are bound by law, while
love is the harmony realized in wills which
are free. By love and beauty we will have
the taste of that fullness of disinterested
beauty which belongs to Brahma. The
varied forms in their very separateness,
must carry something which indicates the
paradox of their ultimate unity; otherwise
there would be no creation. Everything
follows a unifying principle which is the
basis of all proportions.

His Philosophy of Life.

Tagore was essentially an Individualist,
a believer in the right and freedom of the
individual to shape his life in his own way.
He had belief in the fundamental unity of
mankind. Each one of us is a part of the
impersonal and universal Brahman. In
him we find unity among ourselves and
also between man and nature. Manshould
have close contact with nature. Spiritual
relationship is obtained in society. So
society and its obligations are as real as
the individual and the needs of the fulfil~
ment of his personality. Tagore, poet as
he was, sees freedom of mankind in man's
aesthetic participation in the sustaining
principle of the universe, the principle of
harmony, symmetry and concord which
the Upanishads describe as Ananda.

In the words of Sri. Aurobindo, *The
works of Tagore is a constant music of
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the overpassing of the borders, a chant-
filled realm in which the subtle sounds
and lights of the truth of the spirit, give
new meanings to the finer subtleties of
Jife.” Tagore is among the immortals of
world history and world culture. In a
far deeper sense than that Rousseau had
meant, he was the living embodiment of
man’s social contact. He was essentially

a poet-philosopher, but his contribution
to other branches of literature was equally
great. He was a universal man. East
and West have merged into a beautiful
harmony into his writings. He was a true
representative of Indian art and culture.
India is indeed fortunate that she could
give the world a poet of his eminence.
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“;Jriends, Romans, Countrymen ..”.
The English lecturer was on the platform
with his bulky face, full of gestures and
feelings, coupled witha fidgety appearance.
Really, he was trying to be another Mark
Antony in front of us. But I found no
fun in attending. Why should they
compel us to study it? Everybody knows
that Sh kespeare was great, even if he had
not spent time in studying Greek and
Latin. And Kalidasa became well known
without learninz ‘Sakunthalam'. Then
why should we study “Julius Cazsar’ and
‘Sakunthalam’.

I began to think, how I can become
great and well-known like Kalidasa or
Shakespeare. Often this feeling had
occupied my mind. I had tried my best
for a good position in literature. I used
to send my ‘works’ to publishing houses,
But [ soon realised that the only way to
induce the “Children of Adam” to read
my works was to place a strict taboo.
My fate! What a poor writer I am!

Often I had the desire to learn my
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lessons vell and become great. But when-
ever the ‘Progress Card’ reached me I
found to my great regret that the only
two digit numbers seen in the card occu-
pied the column of ‘Rank’. But my
intense emotion to become great, compelled
me to go for further study.

My mind began to wander through
this and that for the secret of success in
life.

“Stand up that last boy” shouted the
lecturer. At his second command 1 woke
up. .

“Whom are you dreaming?” asked he.
I saw my friends around me trying to
suppress their laughter. In that hurry,
I do not know, I mentioned the name of
somebody, which provoked a greater
laughter.

“Get out idiot!" the lecturer shouted,
I felt myself growing lesser and lesser;
whatever it may be, today I am well-
known by that very incident, though not
great.
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Our

/_Allhough 70 per cent of the popu-
lation of India is engaged in agriculture,
our country depended on food imports
from abroad. Irregular monsoons,
pressure of population and insect plagues
have kept our country insufficient in the
field of food stuffs.

In recent years our food problem has
made much headache to the statesmen
and cconomists of India. The food
problem in India has several facets. Itis
quite obvious that the food problem of
India is not merely a question of shortage.
The food produced in the country is not
properly distributed. When we view
through this point we can understand that
it is an administrative problem.

One of the most important reasons
for the food shortage is the bewildering
growth of over-population. According to
the latest information from the Planning
Commission India presents 442 million
people. We should understand the fact
that at the lowest minimum of 1400colonies
we are in a position to feed about 300
million people only. Dr, Harrison Brown,
Professor of Geochemistry at the Califor=
nia Institute of Technology said in January
1959, “If the population of the world
continued to increase at its present explo-
sive rate, the Earth might become so over-

crowded that we would have to learn to
grow food on the top of overheads”.

It is a bare truth that in India people
are not only under-fed, but they are also
under-nourished. Sir John Megan's
Enquiry revealed that only 30% people in
India were adequately nourished, and 41
were poorly nourished and 209, were very
badly nourished. According to a publi-
cation of Food and Agricultural Organi-
zation, our food represents 1621 calories
as against 3128 in U. S. A. and 3062 in
Canada.

The only way to bring about substan-
tial increase in food production is by
giving incentive price to the farmer. The
Indian farmer always suffer when pro-
duction is high. In 1953-54 price of food
stuff fell to most unremunerative leve]
and farmers cried in vain for relief. If
remunerative prices are guaranteed for
some years, production will increase.
When production rises, the prices would
automatically come down to a reasonable
level in accordance with the law of supply
and demand: The price of food grains
does not materially affect 709, of the
population engaged in agriculture. Our
former Minister of Food and Agriculture
Mr. S. K. Patil, deserves to be congratu-
lated on agreeing toset up a price fixation.
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Board which has been demanded for many
years past by All India Cane Growers
Federation, The All India Agriculturist
Federation and other representatives of
agriculturists.

There is enormous area of land lying
barren and uncultivated comprising 5.6
crores acres of arable waste land, and 8.5
crores acres of barren land and 2.99 crores
permanent fallow. Through the mecha-
nism of planning our government is trying
to turn all these barren grounds into
smiling gerdens. Another important
solution to the country’s food problem is
intensive and scientific cultivation.

Land reforms are being onforced all
over the world both in the Communist
and in democratic countries. In the
democratic countries land reforms aim at

equitable justice to all concerned and
increased food production. But we should
bear in mind that land to the landless
is only a good political slogan for catching
voles, but it is not practicable

The First Five Year Plan gave top-
priorityto raising food production in the
country. During the First Plan period
we spent Rs. 357/- crores for agricultur®
and community development. The imports
of food grains in 1954-55 came down 1o
Rs. 70.5 crores as compared with Rs. 230.3
crores of 1951-52. As a result of this
satisfactory supply position food controls
were first relaxed and later on removed
altogether.

The Second Five Year Plan initially
chalked out a modest target for food

production. A target ol i0 million tons
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of additional production of food grains
was originally fixed for the II Plan Period
by the Planning Commission as compared
to 7.6 million tons in the I Plan. Later
on the target of food production was
raised to 15.5 million tons as compared
to the original target of 10 million tons.
But the food grains output during the
Il Plan period rose lay only about 11
million tons as against the target of
15 million tons.

One thing is sure that our food
problem has not yet been solved. Our
success in the field of food stuffs was only
superficial. In recent years the country
has been again facing a serious food
situation and the food problem once again
becomes the national problem.

We should have a clear idea about
our food requirements. At the present
rate of consumption the total food require-

ments in 1960—61 have been estimated at
70.5 million tons. But by then consumption
is estimated to rise from 17.2 ounces to
183 ounces per adult so that total
requirements will be 75 million tons.
The target for the Third Plan has fixed at
100 million tons. This target may be
achieved through intensive and scientific
cultivation. The annual average increase
in food production during the III Plan
will be 5.7%.

Making a total assessment of the food
problem, the Asoka Mehta Committee
said “For an effective solution of the food
problem not only a determined and all
out effort to step up production have to
be made, but the high rate of increase of
population has to be checked, Given a
sympathetic policy and helpful admini-
stration we have no doubt our cultivators
are capable of accelerating production.”

The 22nd of November 1963 was a
day of gloom for the whole world. On
that day it lost its greatest diplomat.
It is said that great men do not live long
and the demise of President Kennedy has
once more proved its truth. Abraham
Lincoln was assassinated for his noble deed
of giving democracy, fraternity and
equality to the American nation. So was,
say, Hammarskjoeld who tried to per-
petuate peace in this world.  Agains
Gandhiji was murdered for preaching the
gospel of non-violence.

The job of a President is not at all
an easy one. He is the target of all
criticism and whatever he says or does
are closely watched. So, however, history
rates Mr. Kennedy, it will almost certainly
register that, in a world highly exposed to
the danger of war, he has had to face
sharper censure than any of his recent
predecessors.

President Kennedy assumed office on
January 20, 1961. In taking his inaugural
oath itself he asked his fellow Americans
to be prepared to make all necessary
sacrifices. “Do n_t ask what your country
can do for you but what you can do for
your country”, he said.

Steered the country throngh crises.

During his barely 3 year-old admini-
stration, President Kennedy was obliged
to steer his country through one of the
most serious crises in its history. It was
that little over a year ago the Soviet Union
attempted to place a nuclear threat at
the U. S. doorstep by installing missiles
in Cuba, 90 miles away.

The Kennedy Administration seemed
to have scored its first major success
recently with the signing of the Partial
Nuclear Test Ban Treaty and with the
international detente.

In international affairs, he has con-
tinued U. S. efforts to ease tension in
Berlin, insisted on a neutral and indepen-
dent Laos, and has repeatedly called for
an effective nuclear test-bar treaty.
Almost immediately after his election
the President was involved in a crisis of
major proportions as an armed force of
Cuban exiles wrought unsuccessfully to
overthrow the regime of Fidel Castro.

The next great test for the youthful
President was a personal meeting with
Mr. Krushchev. He returned to the
United States in a sambre mood and
warned that difficult days were ahead for
the allies in Berlin. Soon afterwards, the
East German regime began building its
wall along the border with West Berlin.

As Cuba presented to the President
his greatest challenge in the field of foreign
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policy, so civil rights in the summer of
1963 developed into most serious domestic
crisis facing his administration.

In 1962, the President had ordered
Federal troops into Oxford, Mississippi to
protect James Meridith, the first negro
enrolled at the University of Mississippi.
But the problem did not assume its full
dimensions until May, 1963, when violent
clashes broke out between negroes and
law enforcement officers in Birmingham,
Alabama. The violence at Birmingham war
followed by a wave of negreo demonstra-
tions throughout the country, in northern
cities as well as there in the South. It
was, in his attempt to pacify the American
people that he was murdered.

In the death of President Kennedy,
America loses an outstanding leader, India
a friend and the world a man who
passionately believed in peace and had

succeeded in bringing the East and the
West closer together. Like Lincoln, he
died a martyr by the assassin's bullet
because he believed in theequality of man.,

Lincoln had stirred up the hatred of
the South by the Emancipation Procla-
mation which freed the slaves, while
President Kennedy by his espousal of the
Civil Rights Bill had also roused vehement
opposition among sections of his people.

Through both their lives runs that
bright thread of idealism and a fierce
conviction that their cause was right,
which is the dominant quality of men
who leave their impress on history. Nor
does the parallel end there for both died
of bullet wounds in the head and on a
Friday. Friday is the day which is
associated with the death of many great-
men—Socrates, Christ, Mohammed and
Gandhiji. “A nation cannot exist itself

Promising Career,

President John Fitzgerald Kennedy,
the United State’s 46 year old chief
executive, was born in a Boston suburb
on May 29, 1917, the second child of
Rose Fitzgerald Kennedy and Joseph P.
Kennedy Senior, former Chairman of the
Stock Exchange Commission and one-time
Chairman of the U.S. Maritime Commis-
sion and Ambassador to England. His
mother was the daughter of Mr. John
Francis Fitzgerald, once Mayor of Boston.

Of Roman Catholic Irish descent, the
President’s family occupied a prominent
position in New England (North-East US)
political life.

President Kennedy went to school in
Boston and studied later at the London
School of Economics. He completed his
education at Harvard University.

During the War, he was assigned at
his own request to the pacific when he
commanded a torpedo launch in the rank
of Ensign First Class. He showed full
courage and leadership.

Following a brief journalist’s carrier,
Mr. Kennedy was elected in 1948 to the
House of Representatives from a Boston
constituency. In 1952 he was elected to
the Senate. He narrowly missed being
nominated as the Democratic Party’s Vice-
Presidential Candidate at his Party’s
Convention in 1956.

It was not long after that he started
on the vigorous and increasingly whirlwind
campaign that ended triumphantly at the
party’s 1960 convention in Los Angeles
when he was nominated its Presidential
Candidate on the first ballot.

On the election day, November 8,
1960 Mr. Kennedy became the youngest
man and the first Roman Catholic ever
chosen President of the U. S.

Though he was barely three years in
office, Kennedy will rank among the great
American Presidents.

Then, on the 22nd of November 1963,
this noble man “flew away into the air —

— For ever.”
He met.a “monstrous death, and
near to Heaven's gate;
Beneath the very walls of Paradise”.
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‘Dear Kennedy, may your Soul, which
enjoys eternal peace in Heaven, protect
this world from bursting into a global
nuclear war and save the human race
from total extinction.

Though President Kennedy blazed
across the political firmament like a
meteor, his place in history is assured,
In the post-war era no man has done more
to bring the East and the West together.
The Test Ban Treaty ushered in a period
when the common man looked forward
with hope to the day when the two great
powers would work together in harmony
for peace and the betterment of humanity.
And at last the world had put behind the
tense times when mistrust between Russia
and the U.S. coloured every action and
speech of the leaders of the two sides
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while the world cowered under the threat -
of a terrible nuclear holocaust.

President Kennedy will always be
remembered as a man of courage. How
greatly he himsell valued courage was
evident from his book “Profiles in Cour-
age”. To the last he lived up to his own
dictum: “Courage —not complacency —
is our need today. Leadership not sales-
manship. And the only test of leadership
is the ability to lead, and lead vigorously”.
Like Lincoln he now belongs to the ages.

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Is Nationalisation of
Commercial Banks Necessary?

“CNationalisalion of all productive

resources and the State ownership of distri-
bution, trade and all other economic acti-
vities with the gradual elimination of
private ownership of wealth and means of
wealth production happen to be one of
the popular slogans of the day.” The
question of nationalisation of commercial
banks has been raised in parliament on
more than one occasion. Even though it
had been repeatedly ruled out by the
prominent spokesmen of the Govt. contro-
versy over the issue is still in the air.

An impartial observer of banking in
India does not require much explanation
to gauge the efficiency and integrity which
these financial institutions enjoy in the
national economy. However, it would not
be justifiable to ignore the weak links in our
banking structure, and, the black sheep
can be spotted in any case. There are
many arguments for and against nationali-
sation, but due to limited space, let us only
scrutinise certain points to show that
nationalisation is not necessary in the
present circumstances to make the banking
structure sound and vigorous to shoulder
the increasing responsibility that has fallen
on it during these developmental Plan
Periods.

Meagre profit to govt:

Even if the banks were taken over
by the govt: their reserves would have to
be built up, bonus would have to be

paid to their employees and other alloca-
tion would have to be made as before. The
extra benefit that may accrue to the govt:
revenue would be the amount of Rs. 4.61
crores less Income-tax, paid out to the
shareholders as dividend. But this benefit
must be offset by a burden of about 3
crores which the govt: would have to pay
annually to the shareholders as interest at
a fair rate, say 49 on bonds which would
have to beissued to them as compensation
for their capital funds, amounting to
Rs. 76.36 crores. Henee, the net bznefit to
the govt: would be less than 1.61 crores.

Profit Motive is Service Motive:

It is merely a dream that if banks were
acquired by the State, they will replace the
profit motive by the service motive. Unless
the nationalised banks maintain a commer-
cial approach in their operation, it will
be impossible to determine whether they
will be utilising their resources in the best
manner possible. Parliament and even the
Ministry of Finance will not be able to
evaluate their performance unless they
follow strictly the banking & accounting
principles.

Too much of expectation:

There is a group of people amongst
us who ardently believes that if the Jt:
St: banks were nationalised the” State will
receive better co-operation from their
employces. The experience of R.B. ¥,
S.B. L, L. I. C..and other undertakings in
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the public sector in this respect has been
no better than that of the banks in the
private sector.  With regard to the effi-
ciency of the service renderad to the
customers, it cannot be said that the State
Bank of India is doing better than that of
other Ji: St: banks.

Better Service to the Nation:

Since Independence, the Indian bank-
ing system is expanding its dimension &
capacity to turn this rural and ritualistic
society in to a dynamic one. They were
the flexible instruments of the rapidly
developing economy and were functioning
not merely to serve the requirements of
the corporate sector, but also of the
State sector in relation to the projects
under the Five Year Plans.  Their record
of resource mobilisation, distribution of
these resources, safety of bank deposits,
increasing attention towards agriculture

and small industries shows that their per-
formance was many-sided and grand.

Security of deposits:

Politicians say that if banks were
nationalised, there will be better security
for deposits. But depositors are not im-
pressed. If they were, they would have
been attracted to the alresady over-crow-
ded doors of the State Bank and the rest of
the banking system would not have pro-
gressed as they have done till now.

Absence of personal element:

If banks were taken over by the govt:,
it is very likely that the personal element
of energetic effort and solicitous attention
to the clients may get evaporated. Banking
is more a personal service and a lifeless
mechanism cannot serve us better than
what we get to-day.
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Misunderstanding of bankers:

The third-rate politicians in their
country have spoken that the bankers with
their vast resources and with the economic
power at thelr command, allow both of
them to be abused. One who knows well
about the R. B. I.’s control will make no
such remark. There is also controversy
over bank advances to companies in which
bank directors are interested, or with
which they are connected. The advances
to directors and their companies cannot
be banned outright, for, in that case expe-
rienced and capable industrialists and busi-
ness magnates will not be willing to accept
bank directorship which would deny them
bank finance. Asa result, banks may have

to go without the benefit of their experi-
ence, in sight and guidance.

Stable banking structure:

The Indian banking system as a whole,
has stood well up to the responsibilities
thrown on it by the process of economic
development both by the mobilisation of
savings and their outlay in the productive
and theessential distributive sector. Among
the bank failures, the liquidation of Palai
Bank looks quite fantastic. Has it affe-
cted other banks in Kerala or elsewhere
adversely? This is a clear indication of the
strength and soundness of the banking
system under private management.

State monopoly fallacious:

Argnments that the State monopoly
of banking would accelerate the economic
progress, is based, on entirely fallacious
reasoning. Such monopoly would be a
retrograde step, retarding instead of ad-
vancing the growth of the national econo-
my and attainment of the goal of banishing
poverty and achieving a decent standard
of living for the people. Bank lending is
a highly industrialistic and decentralised
process. Under monopoly bankers have
no incentive to take decisions. The result
will be loss of flexibility and discretion.
Competition is the better path for this
underdeveloped country at present.

Not a “Command Economy”
but a “Mixed Economy':

In Russia everything is socialised
under the iron grip of the Communist Party
and money has only a limited role with the
predominance of the budget as an instru-
ment of Soviet financial policy; the State
Bank's function is basically a passive one.
In India, we have adopted in our Indus-
trial Policy, a mixed economy, where the
public and private sectors have a co-
operative endeavour for accelerating the
economic development of the country.
If banks are nationalised, it is for economic
detriment and not for economic progress.
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Augstralian Experience:

Perhaps the bitterest controversy on
this question has raged in Australia. The
Labour Party in that country had for a
long time favoured a nationalised banking
system. When the late J. B. chiefly became
thePrime Minister and Treasurer, he attem-
pted to give effect to this policy. This
resulted in complete chaos and a bill had
to be introduced in the Australian Parlia-
ment to revoke thi; Act. Public opinion
was against bank nationalisation and thus
culminated in the complete overthrow of
the labour party in the next general elec-
tion. Even the Labour leaders had admit.
ted recently that it is “completely a dead
issue, politically, legally and practically.”
Let this be a warning to our govt:

A Damocle’s Sword

Even with the repeated denial by our
Finance Minister, the question of bank

Is it not a

menace for our private bankers? Will it
not lead to less initiatives on the part of
the bankers — Indian and foreign —who are
striving their best to help India’s economic
development. The cry for nationalisation
will definitely make the bankers lethargic.
The Dy. Finance Minister said recently
“pationalisation is only at the opportune
time”. What is the use of making such
hasty and irrelevent remarks? What is
the purpose of passing resolutions which
we are to adopt only after a decade? Will
it not hang like a Democle’s Sword on the
Private bankers............ Earlier this talk
of nationalisation of bank is ended, once
for all, the better will it be for the unin-
hibited progress of our economy.

nationalisation still persists.

More Powers to R. B. It

Joint stock banks in India are function-
ing under the direct guidance and close
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supervision of the govt., the R. B. I. is
armed with vast and sweeping powers, under
the Banking Companies Act. More and
more powers are conferred on R, B. L. from
time to time to tighten its grip over the
banking structure especially since the
failure of Palai Central Bank while the
R. B. . has been bestowed with such wide
powers, it is not quite convincing to argue
that there is no other alternative short of
nationalisation to remedy the defects and to
strengthen the banking system. What we
want today is not the wholesale nationa-
lisation of commercial banks in general,
but we need to find out ways and means

to improve the existing standards and effi-
ciency of the system by suitable methods.

As remarked by Prof. K. A. Joseph

“Increase of wealth cannot be brought
about by shifting merely the ownership
from hard working and enterprising busi-
nessmen and farmers to lifeless mecha-
nism of the State. Increase of wealth and
increase of income and the enjoyment of
a higher standard of life are the result of
productive efficiency through the utilisa-
tion of all modern aids avoiding regimen-
ted Communism and rigid planning and
not the result of ideological slogans and
sentimental idealism.”
