b) Psychometric (Verbal, analytical& reasoning) and

c) Core subject.

The results were downloaded and an analysis was done using Microsoft
excel. The marks of each test were converted to rank. The total marks of
the students were also converted to rank. The students were grouped in to

three classes (1/3rd in each group)

a) A group (students with high marks)

b) B group (students with medium marks) and

c) C group (students with low marks).

Average marks of each course were also calculated. The results of each

class were sent to corresponding class teachers.
