Computers are automatic devices
capable of solving a problem
by executing a prescribed
programme or series of
instruction. They are basically
calculating machines, capable of
performing  the operation of
addition, subtraction, multipli-
cation and division. They can
store the data and make use quit
at a laterstage and can perform
billions of computation in a few
minutes.

Today computers are widely
used in many application such as
desigining bridges, dams nuclear
reactors, transmission towers etc.
Apart from dealing with numbers
computers could also be used
for non-numerical work such as
proving theories, playing chess
etc

The pressures of world war II
dictated rescarch in many areas.
Technology in the forming radar
was developed to locate the
enemy in which direction he was

moving and how fast he was tra-
velling. Aiming gun at enemy
cannot be done without any
previous calculations. This needs
high speed and accuracy for this
a computers named ENIAC was
formed in 1946 by the Ballistic
Research Laboratory of US Army
Ordinance Department along
with the Moore School of Electri®
cal Engineering. It was able to
produce the tables by carrying
out the huge number of calcu-
lations involved. accurately and
to the required precision and
because it was electronic at a
speed which made it all possible.

Computers built in the later
1950°s using vaccum tubes ar®
identified as first generation
computer. Second generation
computers are characterised by
the use of transistors. Third
generation computers are identi-
fied by integrated circoits and
they have the ability to handle
more than one operation simul-
taneously.

The computer was inventers as a
high speed calculator. Electrical
pulses travel rather more atin-
creditable speed and because the
computer is electronic, its
internal speed in virtually instan~
tancous. A powerful computer
like CDC 6600 is capable of
adding together two 18 digits
numbers in 300 to 400 to nano
seconds is about 3 million
calculations per second.

In computers the internal me-
mory of the CPU is only large
enough to retain certain amount
of information. CPU consists of
stores Mill and control units:
Mill isa device for performing the
arithemetical operations on the
numbers which had been stoved
a control unit for secing that the
machine performed the desired
operations in the correct requen-
ces a store for holding numbers,
it will provide to information for
the problem to be calculated.
Data is stored outside the
memory of the CPU on auxiliary
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or secondary storage devices.
Small sections of the toial can
b> got at very quickly by the
CPU and brought into main
internal memory, as and when
required for processing. The
internal memory in the CPUi:is
built up in 1K or K modulus
where K equal to 1024 storage
locations. Compurers come in all
sizes and shapes and a typical
small I BM 1130 has a 4K to 16K
store While a large computer
CDC 6400 has a 6K store ie
64X 1024 locations.

Computers scem capable of
performing  almost any task,
provided the task can be reduced
to series of logical steps The
computer itself has only limited
ability and in the final analysis,
actually performs only your basic
operations.

— it passes information between
itself and the exiernal world
Via1/10 devives.

— it moves data internally with
in the CPU

— it performs the basic arith-
metical opera:ions

— it performs operations of
comparison.

The computer is not versatile
because 1t is limited to four basic
functions. As many daily activi-
ties can be reduced to an iater
play between these functions it
appear that computers are highly
insintous programming in the
craft of reducing a series problem
into an inter play between these
few operations.

‘The computers accuracy is consi-
stently  high. Errors in the
machinery can occur but due to

increased cfficiency in detecting
techniques these seildom lead to
false results. A computer does
not suffer from the human traits
of tiredness and lack of concentra-
tion. If 3 million calculations
have to be performed, it wil
perform the 3 millionth with
exactly the same accuracy and
speed as the first.

Computers are divided into two
major classes — analog and
digital. Ths analog computer
does not computer directly with
number rather it measuers con-
tinuous physical magnitudes such
as pressure, temperature, voltage
current length ete, which are
apalogous the number under
consideration eg, (1) the widely
used slider rule, which permitt
computations by the movement
of one length along another, {(2)
the automobile speedometer,
which converts drive shafs
rotational motion into numerical
indication by the speedometer
pointer (3) the thermometer
which represents the temperature

im  the analog form, Analog
computers are used for scientific
engineering and powers control
purposes, because they deal with
quantities that are continuously
variable, they give only approxi-
mate results.

On the jother hand the degital
computers operates by counting
numbers or, in other words it
represents information in discreet
form. It operates directly on
numbers expressed as digits in
the familiar decional system.
These arc more accurate than the
analog computers since there is
no analogous representation.
Digital computers are uscd for
both processing and scientific
purposes eg: to simulate a guided
missile system or a new air craft
design or a building design.
Hybrid computers with desira-
ble features of analog and digital
machines are used for special
application such as chemical
process control.

Any computer calculations,
before it is fed into a computer
should be programmed. The nece-
ssary operationsto be done should
be written in a systematic manner,
These instructions called progra-
mmes are Written in a language
which the computer can read
and interpret. The first Indian
analog computer was assembled
out of surplus war material in
1953 by the Indian statistical
institute (ISI) of Calcutta. The
Tata Tastitute of Fundamental
Research Automatic calculato-
was the first digital computer
built in Indira. Today the number
of computers in the country is
approaching the 1,000 mark aad
we have started making our own
computers too.

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J. P. = THE MAN AND HIS PHILOSOPHY

| The greatness of a person has to be judged not
merely by the height of his political stature, but
by height to which he lifts up the masses. Judged
by this norm J. P. was a towering personality.
This brief article paves the way to the ideas
of Jayaprakash Narayan, the great awakener of

Mahatma Gandhi.

Born in a poor'family in the
then Chopra district of Bihar
he was gifted not only with
exceptional looks but with a
sharp mind. He took time, often
considerable time in discovering
the inadequacies of the truth. He
did not jumn from one pillar to
another, He was incapable of
being untrue to himself.

Political Philesophy

J. P. has taught us a political
philosophy which can provide
a strong base for a socialist
movement in India. His political
philospohy is based on a
synthesis of Marxism and
Gandhism and can also be
described as Gandhian Socialism.

1. P.’s political quest began in
1921 when at the age of ninteen,
he left the Patna College to join
the non-co-operation movement,
as a soldier of army which was
steugeling for freedom under the
leadership of Mahatma Gandhi
Thus he received the beacon
light of freedom from Gandhi.

But his mind was full of ques-
tions which Gandhi could not
answer. It was in this state of
troubled mind that he sailed
for U. S. A in 1922 for: the
studies which he had given up in
India. He remained there as a
student up to 1929 working in
the fields and factories to meet
his expenses.

Thus J. P. began the quest for a
political philosophy. At first the
swing was towards Marxism,
which was the main strand in
the idealogy of the Congress
Socialist Party, founded in 1934,
with J. P. as its Organising
Secretary. J. P.’sidealogical as-
sumptions around that time come
out clearly from the great and
remarkable experiment in Russia
under the leadership of Lenin.
Lenin made strenuous efforts to
remove the incquality in the
Russian social system, Thus if
J. P. received thebeacon-light of
freedom from Gandhism, the
beacon-light of equality came to
him from Marxism.

From Marx to Gandhi

Though J. P.’s faith in Marxism
continued for some time, his
swing towards communist tact-
ics in Russia soon began to lose
as a result of recurrent trials and
execution of Stalin's opponents.
He then began to feel that it
would not be possible to build
up a socialist society without
democratic methods. The impact
of this change in J. P.’s thinking
formed a new idenlogy which
contained the blue print of a
democratic socialist society in
outlineand provides free election,
civil liberties, social justice and
economic freedom. While all
large scale production was under
the collective ownership, the
state would encourage small
scale industries. It also consists
that material satisfaction would
not be the sole objective of the
state. On the other hand, it
would aim at creating condition
for healthy liviog and moral and
intellectual development of all
citizens
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ln an arucle cantled “Incentives
to Goodness’’ he remarked “For
many years | have worshipped
at the shrine the goddess Dialeti-
cal Materialism-which seemed to
me intellectually more satisfying
than any other philosophy. But
in a material civilisation man has
no rational incentive to be good.
It may be that in the kingdom
of dialectical materialism fear
controlls men and communist
party takes the place of God.

After the abandonment of
Dialectical Materialism 1952,
J. P. moved much closer to
Gandhism. Thus in his inaugural
address to the first annual con-
ference of the P. S. P. held in
Allahabad in December 1953
J. P. remarked “‘Both socialism
and Communism are faced with
failure. Communism where it is
Victorious has ended up in a
state capitalism and dictatorship
the very antithesis of commu-
nism, socialism in western Europe
at any rate has become only a
parlimentary as legalistic areed.
Thus both methods were failed,
Gandhism offers the third alter-
native of revolution by non-
violent mass action”’

Total Revolution

Through the youth struggles in
Bihar and Gujarat J, P. involved
the concept of ‘‘Total Revo-
lution’’ embracing the change in
the economic, social as well as
moral fields. He wanted a more
participative decentralised

demociacy and economy and
electoral processes which would
be within the reach of the
common man.

Through total revolution J. P.
wantedto see a new man ina
new social system free from
social and economic exploitation.
He gave significance to radical
social reforms which were un-
palatable even to those who
swore by his concept of Total
Revolution. At a  meeting of
students at Varanasi he told them
“The sacred thread of casteism
that you put round your body
chains your mind and body’’. He
asked them “Can a Harijan wear
such as sacred thread? And if
not, then it is undoubtedly a
symbol of casteism which you
must discard”. There were quite
a few who listened his speech
have discarded the sacred thread.

To J. P. freedom and democracy
were essential 1n Total Revolu-
tion society. This shows his
burning passion for freedom
which was reflected in his letter
to Indhira Gandhi during emer-
gency on July 21, 1975. In this
letter to the Indhira Gandhi J. P.
wrote: "l have given all my life,
after finishing education, to the
country and asked for nothing in
return. So I am ready ! to die as
a prisoner under your regime,
Please do not destroy the foun-
dations that the Father of the
Nation, including your noble
father had laid down.

To the Students

According to J. P., the students
would be uanguard of his revolu-
tion. In the book * Fowards total
revolution” he wrot: that stu-
dentsare major past of society and
they have the responsibility to
struggle against :the social irre-
gularities, such as corruption
unemployment and price risc.
Students are the only educated
wings of socicty and they have
no home atfairs at their younger
stage and hence they can become
active in the struggle for rapid
and radical change in the social
system of the Nation. He says
that without a struggle involving
the students, against casteism,
untouchability, religious preju-
dices and economic exploitation,
no new human civilisation would
be possibl: and all efforts to
build a new Nation would go in
main.

Conclusion

J.P. was the architect of Janatha
Party and it become Victorious
in the 1977 elections.

The defection in Janatha Party
and the pulling down of the
government marked the betrayal
of the great victory of J. P. in
1977. Had J.P. been alive, he
may have tried to join the diffe-
rent opposition forces, which are
waring each other, to make a
single party. While October 8th
of 1979 have passed J. P, the
second 20th centuary burning
star of India bade good bye to
the world.
