Examination results

The results of the University Examination of last April/
May are to some extent indicative of the academic excellence
we struggle to maintain and improve upon, in these difficult
times. At the Pre Degree level the percentage of! pass was
75% with 260 First Classes,and 152 Second Classes. Of the-
se, about 70 students got admission in various Engineering
Colleges and 30 students joined the medical, agricultural and

veterinary colleges, getting through the entrance examination.

Wirh 78°7 in Mathematics, 90% in Physics, 79% in Chemistry,
92.5% in Zoology, 71% in Economics, 77% in Commerce and 100%
in Geology, we did fairly well at the degree level examina-
tions.

This is one of the few chosen colleges in India which have
teceived a large sum from the U. G. C. as grant for various
purposes. During the VII plan, we received about 10 lakh rupees
in all: 1,50'000 as basic grant, 1,50,000 for Faculty Improve-
ment Programme, 2,25,000 as Library Grant, 2,75,000 as grant
for modernizing lahoratory equipments. 30,000 for remedial
courses, Rs. 20,000 for extension Programmes Rs. 1,00,000 for
setting up Computers and Rs: 25,000 foa maintainine play
ticlds and sports equipments.

I think, it is worthwhile reflecting if our students avail
themselves of these facilities: Not many, as far as [ can judge.
Reasons can Be legion. [ would like to pin pointtwo of them:
First the presence of a disproportionately large number of
Pre-Degree students in the Campus. Our resources and energies
are being improperly utilized and even wasted in doing what
is essentially the work of Higher secondary school. It is bad
for the students, too, because Pre-Degree students, at too early
an age, are compelled to learn through methods of higher
education which are beyond their capacity and more suited to
mature students. Secondly, the.intrusion of active politics
into the campus has, to some cx;c"t; vitiated the academic
atmosphere. Students are«under great. pressure to give heed
to strike calls at the district, state and national levels,
Consequently quite a few working days are lost through
avaidable strikes:- We are singularly fortunate because our
dedicated teachers have always tried to cover the syllabus even
by holding several special classes. But on the whole, one
notices a regrettable decadence in the quality of higher edu-

Man’s first computing aids must bave been his fingers or stones.
But the growing arithmetic complexities demanded something more
sophisticated.

In 3000 B C. the chinese gave the world ‘ABACUS'. The next
step in computing took another 4500 years, that was when John Napier
developed the prototype of the slide rule called *‘Napiers Bories.”
Then came Pascal’'s Calculator in 1642. Frank Baldwin brought owt
the first electro mecbanical calculator.
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The first attempt to use electro-chemical machines for data
processing was by Dr. Herman Hollerith of the U. S. Census Bureau.
He later on formed his own company -Interzational Tabulating Company
which was later Christened International Business Machines. (IBM).

The first computer was developed by Charles Babbage in the early
nineteenth century. The first electronic computer was the ENIAC
(Electronic Integrator and Calculator) developed by K. C. Kert and
Mauchley.

John Von Neumann came up with his stored program computer,
He introduced the binary system. It was so sound that the present
fourth generation computers have similar backup. Later K. C. Kert
and Mauchley forming their own company manufactured the world’s
first computer UNIVAC-1 in 1951

Now the computers have taken a giant leap With the help of
computers man can do calculations within minutes which will other-
wise take hours or days. At precent it is the cra of supercomputers. The
latest Cray-MP 14 can do approximately Imillion mathematical calcula-
tion per second.

To an ordinary layman a computer might look like an idiot box
full of hidden secrets. It has Jess fantasies and more facts. It acts
as a mirror reflecting the brain of the user.

It provides the country with a source of reliable and trained
communication operators in times of natural calamities like fire, earth-
quake, floods, cyclones, etc. When the normal communication systems
fail, they help the civil and government agencies in relief and rescue
operations. In Andhra Pradesh, when desttuction was caused by cyclone
in 1984 a number of emergency ham stations were installed for service.
During Bhopal gas tragedy, they provided a VHF net work in the city
for the service of people. Recently in sabarimala season five ham stat -
ions won operated in Kerala for the benefit of ayyappas.

Mores
Code can be learned with the lielp of a Radio Amateur or a telegrap-
hist.

Communalism has :ts genesis in the ‘Divide and Rule’ policy the
British adopted during their century long stay in India. So long as Indian
Communities remained divided, there was is danger to the Empire and
80 it was in the best interests of the English to keep them divided by
discrimnatery between communities ard playing them off, against each
other. Lord Emphistone had initiated this policy ‘Divide et impera’
was the Roman Motto and It is airs, now” The British used this policy
effectively and saved the sceds of the tirst communal 1ift among different

communities,

One of the mani causes of comn.unalism is the wooing of different
communities by various political parties, with a view to enlisting their
support for political gains. Every riot is looked upon by uncrupoluous
politicians as an  opportunity for building up a political base and capi-
talising on the suffering of the people to project themselves s their
savi prospective leaders. Those political parties try to enlist support for
themselves by appealing to the religious fervour of the people.  What
they want is votes and for this they promise their followers all sorts
of benefits over and above those granted to people of other commu-

nities.

STATISTICAL ANALYSIS revea's that the rate of communal riots
is increasing. The analysis teils that nearly to major or minor communal
iacidents have taken place in U. P. alone inthe previous year. More
than 500 persons were killed and many more were wounded. The
entire loss due to communal incidents is very large ending up in many

crores.

communalism tends to grow in state plagued by insccurity,  Feelings
of being neglectedand unprotected prompt the members of 1 community
to join together. For instance, Hindus labour under the notion that
