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DRAFT REPORT OF THE PEER TEAM ON
INSTITUTIONAL AGCREDITATION
OF CHRIST COLLEGE

Part |
Introduction :

Christ College was established in 1956 as a boys’ college and was in its initial years affiliated to £
Kerala University. On the establishment of Calicut University and reallocation of the territorial gae
jurisdictions, the college was affiliated to Calicut University in the year1968. The College ob- mg;‘.’
tained UGC recognition under 2f and 12 B in the year 1976. The college was converted in to a i
Co-Education college from 1994. Spread over a lush green 64-acre campus, it is located in a
semi-urban locality at a distance of 20 km from Trichur, Kerala.

The College is under aided category and receives grant from both the State and the UGC. The
College has 90 teaching and 48 non-teaching staff who cater to the needs of 1241 students
enrolled with the college.

The cost of education per student is approximately Rs.15,262/- per annum. Total income is Rs.
2,53,00,000/- and expenditure Rs.2,51,92,000/- per annum. Nearly 65% of the total expendi-
ture is on staff salary leaving the rest for developmental activities. The college is a part of the
century old tradition of CMI education. Accordingly it is a Catholic institution. The objectives of
the college are to develop intellectual competency, spiritual maturity, and a holistic personality
of the students under its care.

The college offers UG and PG courses in Science, Arts and Commerce and a Professional
three year Degree course in Physical Education. The Department of Zoology and Chemistry
are recognized Research Centers.

Christ College, Irinjalakuda, Kerala, applied for Assessment and Accreditation and submitted
the Self Study Report to NAAC in February 2003. The NAAC appointed a Peer Team compris-
ing of Dr. Yasodha Shanmugasundaram, former Vice Chancellor, Mother Teresa Women's
University as chairperson and Prof. B.G. Mulimani, Dept. of Physics, Karnatak University and
| Prof. A.B.Deshpande, Principal, DES’s Brihan Maharashtra College of Commerce, Pune, as

the members, to visit Christ College, Irinjalakuda, Kerala and assess it for Institutional Accredi-
tation by NAAC, Bangalore. Dr.K.Rama , Deputy Advisor, NAAC , co-ordinated the visit. The
Peer Team visited the College, from 14" to 16" July 2003.

The Report of the Peer Team covers the seven-fold criteria of NAAC i.e. Curricular Aspects,
Teaching-Leamning and Evaluation, Research, Consultancy and Extension, Infrastructure and
Learning Resources, Student Support and Progression, Organisation and Management and
Healthy Practices. The consensus report of the team on the various Criteria of NAAC is given
in the following sections of the Report.

PART Il : Criterionwise Analysis
Criterion : |
Curricular Aspects

As a multi-faculty college with an affiliate status the courses offered are within the ambit of the
curriculum framed by the university. Faculty of Science includes Mathematics, Physics, Chem-
istry, Zoology, Geology & Environmental Science, and Botany. -English, Economics and History
come under the Faculty of Arts. The other two departments are Commerce and Physical
Education. There are 11 departments in the college teaching 9 UG courses (2- BA/5 - B. Sc./
1-B. Com. and a professional course in Physical education i.e. B.P.E. ) and 7 PG courses in the
regular stream (4 courses at M. Sc. Level, 2 at M.A. level and M.Com). The Departments of
Zoology and Chemistry are recognized Research Centers. It is encouraging to note that the
teachers of the Department of Zoology are actively pursuing research and have a few Re-
search Scholars working in various projects. The Department of Chemistry needs to put in
efforts to continue and sustain the status. The teachers of Departments of Geology and Phys-
ics presently working on Projects in collaboration with other premier institutes of the region,
should be encouraged to take up research even at the college level and upgrade their depart-
ments for the same.

The college has an MoU with the Kerala Government's Center for Continuing Education (CCE)
along with the Institute for Research Services (IRS) and has a cell established in the college.
The CCE cell at the college offers 14 courses at the certificate and diploma levels. These are
add- on courses providing vocational training to the students.

There are at present, 90 permanent and 11 temporary teachers. Around 25% of the staff is
engaged in research. Student enrolment in the regular courses is 1070 (UG) and 171 (PG)
making a total of 1241, There are 4 scholars working for Ph.D,

As per the University regulations, Semester system is followed in PG courses and Annual
Pattern for UG courses. Success rate of the students is above 90% for both UG and PG and the
institute has been consistently performing well which is visible from the University Ranks ob-
Wbyhomm.mhlghdmpomrateof 17.8% at UG level and 1.4% at the PG level
Mbunm‘pldnedtobom.mmoprwalnng socio economic conditions of the locality.

Courses in B.A. Functional English, M.Sc. Environmental sciences, M.A. West Asian Studies,
B. Com. and B.P.E. are career oriented, Keeping in view the job potential in the UAE and the




large number of the people of the state preferring the country, the History Department of the
college has started a redesigned PG course in West Asian Studies. The syllabus is unitized as
per the University procedure for the semester courses.

Feedback with peers and employers is presently done informally. A formal mechanism is
needed for effective use of the same. College industry linkages are satisfactorily implemented
for PG Commerce students. However, similar efforts are wanting for other courses.

Criterion : Il
TEACHING-LEARNING AND EVALUATION

The college has a transparent admission procedure where merit gets priority. Students for
M.A. West Asian Studies and Environmental Sciences are admitted through an entry test.
Physical fitness and aptitude test are the basis for admission to the B.P.E. course and the merit
at + 2 is considered for admission to all other courses. Cut off marks to science and commerce
courses is fairly high.

Evaluation methods are communicated to the students through Prospectus at the beginning of
the year. The progress of the students is monitored by the college through the periodic tests
and the mid term examinations. Bridge/Remedial/Enrichment courses help disadvantaged learn-
ers to progress further. Mathematics coaching is especially given to weak students in the Chem-
istry and Physics courses. Enrichment courses are offered in Spoken English. The college
systematically monitors the progress of the students and the parents are kept informed of the
same.

Seminars, discussion, workshops, video shows, quiz programmes, educational tours and lec-
tures by eminent scientists and personalities enrich teaching and learning. To enhance the
quality of teaching, faculties are encouraged to attend Refresher /Orientation courses and pur-
sue further education through M.Phil. and Ph.D. Six staff members are undergoing M.Phil.
Nearly 40% of the staff attends seminars, conferences and workshops and a few of the staff
members have been Resource Persons. The college has been conducting almost every year
national seminars , refresher courses and symposia, which has visibly benefited the staff and
the students. Performance of the faculty is appraised through a three-tier system mvolvmg self,
students and Principal.

Teachers are actively engaged in preparing lecture plans and teaching is supplemented by
seminars, assignments etc. The Language Laboratory is an innovative approach for enriching
communication and presentation skills. The teachers should be encouraged to use more and
more of the audio visual equipment available with the institution.

During 2001 - 2002 out of the total of 198 working days, 168 were teaching days. Teacher
recruitment is according to state regulations through open advertisement. Nearly 15% of the
staff is part-time. Non-teaching staff is 50% of the total teaching staff. Co-curricular activities
are learner-centered. It was observed during the interaction with students and parents that they
have been benefited from the * Tutor- guardian’ system adopted by the college for monitoring
and follow up the student progress and performance.




RESEARCH, CONSULTANCY AND EXTENSION

The eagerness to pursue research among the faculty and students is evident from the ongoing
research projects in Zoology and the integrated approach adopted by the Geology Department
in formulating the M.Sc. Environmental Sciences. It is also evident from the projects under-
taken by the teachers of the Department of Physics in collaboration with the other institutions.
Research linkages with premier institutions are evident. Project work which is also a part of the
curriculum of the PG courses

has enabled to inculcate the Research Culture among the PG students. The management
encourages the faculty to take up research by providing them with study leave, seed money ,
adjusting the teaching schedule etc. Sixteen teachers and five students are doing part-time and
full-time research respectively. The interest of the Management in encouraging research ac-
tivities is also visible in its initiative by instituting the * Best Publication Award * to the teachers of
the college. The journal called Research Review published annually by the college provides a
forum for the students and the teachers to publish their work.

The college publicizes the expertise of its faculty through the local media. The Water Testing
lab set up with assistance from the Government of Netherlands, as an extension to the re-
search work being done in the Environment Sciences and also being used in the various social
outreach programmes is a noteworthy effort of the staff of this rural college. There is a desig-
nated person for extension activity. Extension work done by the college consists of various
activities relating to Community Development, Social Work, Health and Hygiene awareness
medical camp, AIDS awareness, Environmental awareness, free tuition for poor children and
service to handicapped and deprived children. Community and Social service (CSS ) is part of
the Degree programme. Extension activities are strengthened by having linkages and collabo-
ration with the NGOs and municipal council of the area.

Criteion : IV
INFRASTRUCTURE AND LEARNING
RESOURCES

The college provides all the required facilities for students inclusive of men's hostel. The lush
green campus with well maintained buildings, playfields and a private zoo provides the stu-
dents a conducive academic environment, The college has adequate classrooms, laboratories
and library facilities for the running of the academic programmes. The extensive campus pro-
vides ample scope for expansion of facilities to suit the increasing demands for physical infra-
structure. Apart from the nominal maintenance grant of Rs. 15,000 received from the Govern-
ment of Kerala for maintenance and development purposes, the college collects development
fund from each student at the rate of Rs. 500 /- per year, PTA Funds, and liberal donations from
staff, old students and other philanthropists. The college has entered in to an MoU with Bharathiar
University by opening an off-campus centre and with the Centre for Continuing Education and
the IRS to conduct various computer courses. Through these centres the college not only
benefits by optimal use of physical infrastructure but also earns a part of its funds for mainte-
nance of the infrastructure. The members of the NSS, CSS, Enviro-club , together with the staff




, keep the vast campus clean and beautiful.

The spacious Library contains 54162 books with computer, and reprographic and internet facili-
ties. It also subscribes to around 130 periodicals and journals. The Library Advisory Committee
oversees to the maintenance and development of the Library, which is open on all working days
during the working hours of the college. A number of CDs are available in the library. Comput-
erization of the library is under process.

Independent Computer facilities are made available in three departments viz. Physics, Com-
merce and Zoology. Mathematics Department avails of the facilities of the CCE cell of the
college by paying an additional amount of Rs.500/- per student. Language Lab of the English
Department is used for providing additional communication and media presentation skills to all
the students of the college.

With regard to the provision of Health Services, first and third year students undergo annual
medical check up. The nearby hospital caters to the emergency and other needs of the hostel
inmates and college students. A noteworthy feature is the insurance scheme, which covers all
students against accidents in and outside the campus.

Physical and infrastructure facilities for sports and games are adequate. The college has in-
formed of the plans to develop a swimming pool and indoor stadium by 2006, the Golden
Jubilee year of the college , for which funds have already been collected and allocated. The
Sports field with 400 meters track, courts for Football, hockey, Handball, Volleyball, Kho-kho,
Basketball, Tennis, Judo and Wrestling rooms, etc. and a well equipped gymnasium provide
ample facilities for sports activities. These facilities not only support the Annual sports features
and tournaments of the college but also of the University and the inter-collegiate events. To tap
the inherent sport talent of the local youth and provide them with proper guidance and training
the management initiative in setting up a Sports Hostel is a feature worth special mention. With
ample facilities, sportspersons are encouraged with special consideration in admission, con-
cession in hostel fees, sports scholarships, sports accessories, regular coaching and assis-
tance. The cumulative result is that the college has a list of accomplished sportspersons in all
fields and at all levels - University to National and International.

Grievance redressal cell is operational for students. However, it needs to be made operational
for employees also. Overall a systematic procedure for redressal may need to be evolved.

Criterion : V
STUDENTS SUPPORT AND PROGRESSION

At the point of entry, the college Prospectus gives clear guidance to the students with regard to
admission procedure, fee structure, evaluation procedures, financial and other support ser-
vices. Academic and personal counseling and employment cell for placement and information,
cater towards good performance in studies and guide the students of their future prospects. In
view of the prevailing poor employment prospects and the recruitment policy of the State Gov-
* emment, the college Employment Cell motivates the students for self-employment and entre-
preneurship. Academic support has enabled the students to prepare for UGC, CSIR, GATE




and SET examinations etc. Sixty one students have qualified in the various competitive exami-
nations during the last five years. Keeping the economic status of students entering the col-
lege, progression towards higher studies appears to be satisfactory with 30% from UG to PG
and 2% from PG to Ph. D.

Feedback is obtained from a randomly selected group of students on the performance of teachers
and other facilities available in the college. The Principal uses the feedback for monitoring the
academic quality, by discussing the same at the staff meetings, and taking required corrective
measures.

Recreational and leisure time activities are adequately available. These include: Indoor and
Outdoor games, Nature club, Debating clubs, Students magazines, Cultural programmes, Au-
dio-video facilities, Dance/Music Competitions, Essay writing, Cine club, Music club, Women's
cell, Campus theatre, Science and Health club.

Apart from the well equipped Physical Education Department offering a Professional course -
B.P.E., the college also has an independent Physical Education Department with two full time
Physical Education Instructors and a coach for training the regular and B.P.E., students for
various events. The students of the college have excelled in sports at University, State, Na-
tional and International levels.

Financial assistance is provided to the needy students through, the various Scholarships and
Endowmenis instituted by the Alumni, Philanthropists and from the Students Aid Fund.

The College has an Alumni Association with a branch at UAE. The Alumni has played an
appreciable and proactive role in the various developmental activities of the college by liberally
contributing for endowments, seminar sponsorships, guest lectures etc..

Criterion : VI
ORGANISATION AND MANAGEMENT

The college management is pro active with positive attitude in the development of the college.
Transparent and participatory management principles are followed in the governance of the
college. Academic planning is effectively supported by the administrative set up. Different
committees/councils coordinate and monitor the curricular, co-curricular and extra-curricular
activities of the College.

Local Synaxis of the Monastery is the General Body of Management. The Department Council,
the Governing Body and the College Council, are the main committees for institutional man-
agement. Work efficiency of teaching and non-teaching staff is checked through an in-built
mechanism of performance evaluation. The Principal ensures the smooth functioning of the
college by having regular meetings of the teaching and non-teaching staff. Student and staff
welfare facilities are offered as per the rules and regulations of the State Government.

A systematic working of grievance redressal cell for employees is recommended. The women'’s
cell is proactive but may include some more awareness programmes at the community level.




Professional development programmes are conducted for non-teaching staff from time to time.
Almost all the non-teaching staff had obtained computer training and are using the skills.

HEALTHY PRACTICES

An institution known for upholding values manages the college. Its motto symbolizes the blend
of the value system and service to society at large. A number of committees with the involve-
ment of teaching staff are formed to look after the development and welfare of students.

A one day staff seminar/workshop on conscientisation for familiarizing the staff with new teach-
ing and management techniques and NCC, NSS, CSS, Enviro-club to inculcate civic responsi-
bilities among the students, the IRS Computer Center’s short term courses in computer training
at subsidized rates, are significant features of the institution. Communication skills are en-
hanced through competitions, debates, and dramatics. Regular tests, holding of seminars,
assignments etc. strengthen the PG students in better performance in their examinations and
in personality development. Academic programmes enrich the students individually while team-
work and participation in College Union activities etc., lead the students towards community
living, community service, communal harmony and camaraderie.

OVERALL ANALYSIS AND
RECOMMENDATIONS

OVERALL ANALYSIS

Christ College, having a history of nearly half a century of providing education to the rural
masses, is preparing to celebrate its golden jubilee in the year 2006. Over the years, it has
made considerable progress striving to achieve its goals and objectives of its founders and
bringing in a marked difference in the socio-economic status of the locality.

Some of its departments have risen to be recognized as Research Centers. Specifically, the
teachers of the departments of Zoology, Geology, Chemistry and Physics have been active in
research. The initiation of the staff in planning the new courses keeping in view the existing
employment prospects is commendable. The initiation of the teachers in planning courses in
subjects like Environmental Science and West Asian Studies is an example.

The college has also been active in strengthening the overall development of students
and tapping the potential of rural youth by providing training in physical education and other co-
curricular activities.

Social service has been a mission of the institution. The college has been inculcating the
spirit of commitment to the social cause among the students by exposing them to the services
provided in its sister institutions set up for the deprived, poor and disabled people.

RECOMMENDATIONS

The college might wish to consider the following suggestions of the Peer Team:




. Introducing some additional subjects at the elective/specialization level may enhance range of
progamme options.

The college might request counterpart funding by the UGC/State Government for resources
mobilized through non-conventional methods and channels particularly in the area of research,
infrastructure and library development.

. The college has made a noteworthy progress in the Department of Physical Education. It might
further explore the possibility of introducing B.P.Ed. and M. P.Ed. courses

. Zoology and Geology departments have a priced collection in their museums. The college may
further wish to provide facilities for its preservance, and development so as to attract academic
and social interests.

. Since a good number of students are opting for commerce stream, the college might wish to
pursue for starting vocational courses in commerce, may be with the help of the U.G.C. under
first degree vocationalisation programme and additional electives by tapping resources from
other sources.

. Efforts may be made to equip all the departments with computer/internet facilities and a central
computer facility.

. Innovative teaching methods in all subjects and use of modern methods of teaching by using
work books, teaching kits etc. may be introduced .

. The postgraduate departments should strive to develop themselves into research centers. The
existing departments with the status of Research Department should be encouraged to sustain
and further improve the facilities of the same.

. The potential of the alumni should be tapped to its maximum in terms of financial assistance,
providing placement and guidance to the students.

Van Gogh's first appreciation probably might have come
form Lautrec who was his first friend to be when Vincent
returned from the Netherlands to Montmarte.

Vincent was already thirty seven when
he turned to art and he felt he was already running out of
time. In his letter addressed to Theo, his elder brother Vincent
wrote, “Not only did I begin painting late in life but it may be
that I shall not live for many years, between six and ten, for
instance”. And it was true. In Arles, Van Gogh showed a
signs of madness.

We have learned at school that every matter is made up of
atoms and molecules. They can be combined up in a variety
of proportions to make anything in this world. There begins

| The properties of matter depend on how the atoms are ar-
Iranged in it. If we modify the carbon atoms in coal we can
| make diamond. From sand we can make transistors and in-
tegrated silicon chips. Today’s manufacturing methods are
| very crude at molecular level. Casting, grinding and even

gees.

Because of the strong pres-
sure from the Palestinians, Brit- g
ain had to change their policy to-
wards the Jews. So in the 1930s,
she passed several white papers, |
which stopped the Jewish immi-
gration and their land purchases
in Palestine. When Britain
changed her policy, the Jews
urged the support of the US. But
Britain forgot her promises to the
Arabs.

There was a violent anti -
Jewish out break in Palestine. §
Palestinian opposition peaked in
the late 1930s. The six month ¥
general strike in 1936 was fol-
lowed by a widespread rural re-
volt. In 1936, there were many
more contacts and Britain de-
cided to partition Palestine. This
move was opposed both by the |
Jews and the Arabs. In 1939,
Britain sponsored a plan. Pal-
estine was to be set up as an in-
dependent state after ten years.
During this period, the Jewish
immigration was to be con-
trolled.

During World War 11, there

was a great tension in Palestine. Brit- -
ain continued to hold Palestine as a trust
under the UN. America also supported -
the Jew’s demand for a National Home
in Palestine. Great Britain brought the
Palestine question before the United Na- -
tions on April 2, 1947. Accordingly, -
the first special session commenced on
April 28, 1947. On Ist May, 1947, the -
UN set up a United Nations Special |

Committee on Palestine (UNSCOP)
The committee forewarded the partition
of Palestine. The UN resolution, parti-

tioned the Palestine territory into the in-
dependent state of Arabs, the Indepen- -

dent state of Israel, and the international
city of Jerusalem.

On 14th May, 1948 the National -
Council, a Jewish organization, par-
doned the creation of a Jewish state

The United
Nations Security Council deleted the
Palestine question from its
agenda in 1967. Thus the Pal-
- estine question was reduced to
a mere refugee problem. And
the Palestinians were referred
to, not as a national people with
rights to an independent state,
but as refugees.

The Palestine Liberation
- Organisation, under Yasser
Arafat made attempts to solve
the Palestine problem. Not un-
 til this century, the Palestine
problem was communicated as
a major aspect of West Asian
Peace in Palestine be-
came an impossible thing. The
world organisation ignored this
problem as an unresolved one.
So they did not take much care
about the issue.

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An endangered species is any plant or an animal that is
in danger of extinction throughout all or a significant portion of its
range. An extinct species is one in which living individuals of its
kind no longer exists. A threatened species is one that is likely to
become endangered within all or a significant portion of its range.

A rare species refers to any kind of plant or animal that occurs in
low numbers in its natural range.

The endangered species act of 1973 obligates the government to
protect all animal and plant life extinction including those in this
category ‘threatened’. Italso provides for the drawing up of lists of
such species and promotes the protection of such habitats.

More than 1400 species in the world are now recognised as endan-
gered species. Some of the endangered mammals are listed below.

ELEPHANT

Both the species Elephas maximus.
the Indian elephant) Loxodonta

ricana, (the African elephant) are
i the family Elephantidae. They
are characterized by their large size
long trunk, columnar legs, large
ears and huge head. They are grey-
ish to brown in colour. Their diet
IS vegetarian and it includes
grasses, leaves and fruits.

The Indian elephant is considered as ‘endangered species’ and Af-
fican elephant is classified as ‘threatened’. They are in great dan-
ger from habitat destruction and human exploitation. African el-
ephants suffer from poaching for ivory trade. Over population of-
ten occurs in wild life reserves resulting in further habitat loss and
need for controlled culling of their numbers.

GORILLA

Largest of the apes and the closest living relative to humans with
the exception of the Chimpanzee. Gorillas live only in tropical
forests of equatorial Africa. They are robust and powerful, with an
extremely thick strong chest and a protruding abdomen. Both the
skin and hair are black. The face has
large nostrils, small ears and promi-
nent brown ridges. They lack hair on
face, hands and feet. Their diet is veg-
etarian and that of eastern gorillas in-
clude leaves, stalk and shoot but west-
ern gorillas eat much more fruit.

The gorilla has become increasingly
rare throughout its range having suf-
fered from human destruction of its forest habitat and from big-
game hunting and over collection by zoos and research institution.
They are listed as endangered species. Reasons for the near extine-
tion of this race include continued loss of habitat as a result of hu-
man activities- farming, grazing, logging and recently habitual de-
struction by refugees. At the same time ecotourism involving visits
by travellers to see gorillas in their natural habitat has contributed
to the conservation of the mountain gorilla.

OUNCE

It is also called ‘Snow Leopard’, belongs to the long haired cat,
family ‘Felicidae’ grouped with the lion, tiger and others as one of
the big cats. They inhabit the mountains of Central Asia and Indian
subcontinent. Its soft coat consisting of an insulating coat and thick
outer coat of hairs is pale grey with dark rossettes and dark streaks
along the spine.

Doughlas Murray an Egyptologist, couldn’t resist what
the American was selling. The place was Cavio in 1910, and
the man was offering him a mummy -
high priestess in the temple of Ammon - Ra.

The woman was said to have lived in Thebes in °

1600 B.C. The outside of the case bore the image of the
princess beautifully worked in enamel and gold. To a keen
collector, like Murray, it was a super prize. He wrote a cheque
and immediately arranged to have the mummy - case sent to
his home in England. The cheque was never cashed. The
American died that evening.

Murray learned from another Egyptologist why the
pieces had been so cheap. The princess from Ammon - Ra
had held high office in the powerful cult of the dead which
had turned the fertile valley of the Nile into a dark place of
death.

Inscribed on the walls of her death chamber was a threat
left behind by her. It announced misfortune and terror to
any one who disturbed her resting place.

Murray scoffed at the superstition, un-
til three days later - that was when he went
on a shooting expedition and the gun he
was carrying exploded mysteriously in his
hand. After weeks in hospital, his arm
had to be amputated above the elbow on
the return voyage to England, two of
Murray's friends died from unknown
causes.

Back in London, Murray found

(The Princess of Death)

that the mummy case had arrived. When he looked at it he
said that “the carved face of the princess seemed to come 1
alive with a stare that chilled the blood™ ‘

Although he had decided to get rid of it, a friend con-
vinced him that he should give it to her. Within weeks, the ‘
woman was diagnosed with a serious illness. When she made {
her will, she insisted on returning the mummy case to
Doughlas Murray.

By now, Murray was a broken work of a man; he didn't
want it. He presented it to the British Museum, but even in |
this place of science, the mummy-case was to be dreaded. A |
photographer who took pictures of it dropped dead immedi- |
ately. An Egyptologist in charge of the exhibit was also found
dead in his bed. ,‘

Upset by the newspaper reports, the official of the |
museum met in secret. They voted to ship the mummy case
to a New York Museum which had agreed to accept the

gift. The New York Museum insisted that there should 1
be no publicity and that the case should be sent
by the safest means possible - the sea.

All the arrangements were success-
fully made and the mummy - case of the
Princess of Death was loaded into the
cargo hold. But it never reached New
York - the ship carrying it sank, after it
hit an iceberg. Over a thousand people
drowned. Yes, the ship was indeed the
