2 Types of In-text Citations

1. Narrative Citation — the author name is incorporated into the text as part of the
sentence and the year follows in parentheses immediately after the author’s name for
a narrative citation. The author’s name can be included in the sentence in any place it
makes sense.

e.g. Koehler (2016) noted the dangers of falsely balanced news coverage.

In rare cases, the author and date might both appear in the narrative. In this case, do
not use parentheses.

e.g. In 2016, Koehler noted the dangers of falsely balanced news coverage.

2 Types of In-text Citations

2. Parenthetical Citation - the author name and publication date appear in
parentheses.

e.g. Falsely balanced news coverage can distort the public’s perception of
expert consensus on an issue (Koehler, 2016).

When citing multiple works parenthetically, place the citations in alphabetical order, separating them with
semicolons. Listing both parenthetical in-text citations and reference li
